100 kilometres of hiking paths lead hikers
and nature lovers over the appealing
landscape of the Napf mountain, of
which more than 10 kilometres belong
to the charcoal trail. This trail located
between Romoos and Bramboden was
inaugurated in the autumn of 1993. It
leads across the stunning scenery of
the Napf upland landscapes, crossing
crests and rugged canyons. Seven
special information boards along of the
approximately four hour hike introduce
you to some interesting facts about
the charcoal industry and this most

attractive corner of the earth.

Funtip No. 4 Seelensteg

Not so much a fun but a spiritual tip is the
“Seelensteg” (soul path) above Schipf-
heim at Heiligenkreuz, a traditional place
of pilgrimage. The Seelensteg is a 500m

long circular boardwalk built from fir
wood which ambles through a fairy-tale
like blueberry and fern forest.

The Seelensteg’s symbol is the snall,
symbolising the need to walk the path
at leisure, allowing time for obser-
vation, listening and wonder. In the

forest, human beings find their source
of strength. The path itself and the
inspiring messages along it encourage
contemplation of the past, present and
future.
