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Säuren Mountains - Ethiopia: Trekking Information

General
Simen is one of the most spectacular landscapes of Ethiopia's highland with its escarpments and an extraordinary montane vegetation. The National Park

preserves two of the most endangered species in the world: Walia ibex (endemic to Simen), and Simen fox (endemic to Ethiopia), amongst many
other species.

Trekking Preparations
Warm clothes, protection against the sun, waterproofs (May to October), and binoculars. Food (except eggs, chicken or sheep, sometimes local bread

available at the villages). Camping and cooking equipment (gas or benzene is recommended because of lack of firewood). Mules for riding and baggage,

drovers and a guide are recommended. They can be hired in Debark.

The routes proposed on this map should be followed mainly to avoid disturbing wildlife and the traditional peasant culture.
