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A few words for the English reader

The legend of St. Lucius is taken from the His-
toria of the venerable Bede and has got on the one
hand a great influence on the history of England, on
the other hand enabled a connection with Chur, what
is visible at the high altar of the cathedral at Chur,
where the saints accompaning au pair Our Lady at her
right hand Emerita and Lucius and at her left hand
Ursula and Florin are «Britannics»: Lucius, Emerita
and Ursula even of royal blood. It is interesting that
the sequence for St. Ursula «Jucunda» was the metre
for that of St. Lucius «Laus creatori»; both mention
the Island: «Gaude (Be glad) Britannia» (verse 19),
«Surge [Get up] Britannia» (verse 7.a).

Thanks to the Archbishop James Ussher it is
possible to follow up the tradition of the king Lucius
in England and the penetration of the legend of the
apostle at Chur, as I suppose, at the earliest possi-
bility by the Dominican Bartholomaeus Tridentinus.
Today nobody defends the legend, because Adolf von
Harnack found the best solution with the king Lucius
of Edessa.

But the existence of St. Lucius as apostle of
Chur is well-founded on two reasons: 1. the complaint
of Victor II1., bishop of Chur, at the emperor Louis the
Pious about the count Roderich having taken away
«the most saint body of the blessed confessor Lucius,
whose preaching had converted this the city of Chur
from the diabolic error to the cult of the true God»;
2. the circular crypt in the St. Luzikirche at Chur con-
structed in the eighth century as a remarcable sign of
the growing veneration, but not a proof for a lifetime
of the saint in the 5%/7th century.
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Why not? Unfortunately we have only one
document in the Episcopal Archives till the year 800,
although the bishop Asinio of Chur had let approve
a dogmatic letter addressed to the pope Leo the Great
already in the year 451. And because we can draw
upon the affirmations of the archeologs just concern-
ing the St. Luzikirche it is reasonable to admit the fo-
undation of the episcopal see of Chur not later than
381, because Martigny (Valais) had been existing as
see to the north of the alps and also in a base of rest
after or before the strenuous crossing the mountain
range.

1938 was attempt to prove: St. Lucius was
not an apostle, but an eremit of the 6%/7™ century:
the arguments were taken from the legend in spite of
the well-known principle posed of Hippolyte Dele-
haye: «The first and widespread error is: to not keep
separate the saint from his legend », because the le-
gend is more often an artistically valuable and well-
meant invention, useful for getting to know the saint,
but nota real history of his life. The well-founded pro-
test achieved only to postpone the life-time on the
5™/6™ century. And 1956 was published the other in-
vention: a third Britannia — the first was England, the
second Bretagne —in the valleys of Prittigau and Mon-
tafon 15 and 45 km in a straight line to the northeast
of Chur. But both inventions are improbable.

Very probably St. Lucius arrived from Italy
at Chur; we don’t know when he preached untiringly
the Gospel before 380; if it should be before the edict
of tolerance 313, we must double our gratitude and
admiration for his courage.
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
