Paul Buckland, Chorus of Witches (W.H. Allen. London 16 sh.)

Well. here is yet another excellent homosexual novel from the Wolfenden Report
Country. Congratulations, Mr. Buckland. on a highly sensitively written and equally
highly intelligent book! There is no slipshod writing in vour deseription of vour
chorus of witches, an amusing bunch of female impersonators. Jay Little will turn
pale when he sees how differently such a ticklish theme can be handled.
