From the first Editorial:
«In our own country (i. e. England), the refusal to grant homosexual

law reform, which amounts to deliberate discrimination against the homosexual

minority, stands out as a striking failure. It is no exaggeration that
this failure is causing suffering, and frequently grave suffering, to millions
of people. Our Government has taken a stand on the practice of apartheid
in South Africa. Yet the number of men suffering under these inhumane
laws, inside or outside the Commonwealth, are almost universally of
Anglo-Saxon origin, far exceeds the number of South Africans suffering
under apartheid. Maybe no comparison can be drawn between the
economic and physical suffering of South Africans and the mental anguish,
quite often leading to suicide, created by our archaic legislation. But there
is no comparison either in the problem of solution. While the South African
question is difficult, the laws on homosexuality could be, and should be,
reformed today. Failure to do this is a disgrace, and, since the Wolfenden
Report has made the whole position absolutely clear, no further discussion
can serve any useful purpose. Until we take this action we have no right
to consider our society as either humane or democratic.»

«We do not see homosexual law reform as striving to justify
homosexuality as a way of life. As such it has obvious disadvantages, and this
is true whether overt homosexual behaviour is involved or not. Nor do we
see it as an attempt to give the homosexual greater, or lesser, opportunities
for sexual activity. Law reform will pave the way for a more understanding

attitude towards homosexuality. It will bring about an overdue
realisation that the people for whom we are legislating are not a weird fringe
of society, to be regarded like some unpleasant laboratory specimen, but a
substantial minority of otherwise perfectly ordinary people — a minority
which would populate the city of Glasgow. Viewing their unique quandary,
we need not go into the moral niceties of each individual case too
carefully. A good homosexual relationship may well be better than a bad
marriage. It is certainly better than a bad homosexual relationship. Given
the chance, many homosexuals would seek a good relationship. Statistically
that can be shown to be likely, but we believe it is also in human nature.
Society makes it easy for heterosexuals, and most of us seek, and achieve
good marriages. The present position makes it as difficult as possible for a
homosexual to find, and establish, the nearest equivalent.»
