Leider fesselte sie mich so sehr, dass ich darüber vergass einige

Messungen zu Bestimmung des Radius vorzunehmen. Am 24. Februar, um
3h. 45' Nachmittags, als ich eben aus meinem Fenster nachsah, ob die

Wolkendecke nicht in soweit zerreissen wolle dass eine Beobachtung
der Saturns-Bedeckung möglich werde, sah ich zufällig im Zenith ein

Bruchstück eines farbigen, gegen die Sonne convexen Bogens, dessen

Distanz von der Sonne etwa 50° betragen mochte, — wohl ein Theil
einer unvollständig ausgebildeten Nebensonnen-Erscheinung. Kaum
aufmerksam darauf geworden verschwand der Bogen bildete sich aber
nach wenigen Minuten wieder, und zwar wenigstens 6° näher an der
Sonne. Kurz darauf verschwand cr gänzlich.
