Die folgende kritische Aufzihlung der Land- und Siiss-
wasser-Mollusken, welche bis jetzt auf Portorico gefun-
den worden sind, ist weit weniger reichhaltig ausgefallen,
als ich vor zwei Jahren zu hoffen berechtigt war. Der
talentvolle Sammler, der damals, mit Liebe und Eifer zar
Wissenschaft beseelt, diese in conchologischer Hinsicht
fast unbekannte Insel betrat, wurde nach kaum sechzehn-
monatlichem Aufenthalt von der Auszehrung hinweggerafft.
Wenn auch nicht dem Clima, sondern einer seit Jahren
schleichenden Krankheit erlegen, so war mir die Bearbei-
tung seiner Sammlungen — die letzten Beweise seiner
wissenschaftlichen Thitigkeit — mit peinlichem Gefiihle
begleitet. |

Wihrend diesem kurzen Aufenthalt untersuchte Herr
Bernhard Friedrich Blauner hauptsichlich die Umgebungen
der Hauptstadt San Juan, die Gegend um Humacao (wo
er sich einer freundlichen Aufnahme im Hause seines
Landmannes Sandoz-Cunier zu erfreuen hatte), so wie die
hohe Sierra de Lugquillo.” Oefters durch Krankheit geno-
thigt seine Excursionen einzustellen,  besuchte er mehr-
mals, in der Hoffnung durch bessere irztliche Hiilfe seine
Gesundheit herzustellen, sowohl die Insel St. Thomas, als
die kleinere lnsel Viéque, und war noch mit weit ausge-
dehnteren Plinen beschiiftigt, als ihn der Tod am 3, Sep-
tember 1853 im Hause des Herrn Sandoz ereilte.

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Obwohl nur ein kleiner Theil der Inse] wihrend dieser
Zeit von ihm besucht wurde, enthalten seine Sammlungen,
ausser mancher neuen interessanten Entdeckung, fast
simmtliche bis jetzt der Insel Portorico zugeschriebenen
Arten; und da die Vaterlandsangaben von mehreren dieser
Arten bis jetzt ziemlich unsicher waren, so wire, wenn
auch nichts Weileres von Belang geleistet worden, der
Wissenschaft dadurch allein wesentlich gedient.

Es ist nicht hier der Ort, noch erlaubt es mir der
Raum dieser Blilter, in allgemeine Betrachtungen iiber
den Charakler der Faona der Insel, noch in Vergleichungen
mit denen von den anderen besser bekannten Antillen ein-
zutreten : ich lasse also hiermit die Aufziblung ohne wei-
ters folgen, mit der einzigen Bemerkung, dass ich meine
Notizen uber die aufl der Insel St. Thomas gesammelten
Arten meinem Freunde Herrn Bland, der diese Insel be-
sonders untersucht hat, zur beliebigen Disposition iiber-
schickt habe.
