Hierbei entspricht es ebenfalls einer Tradition, dass die der Einladung Folge
leistenden Fachkollegen den Wunsch haben, personliche Gliickwiinsche vor-
zutragen, oftmals begleitet von einem ausgesuchten Jubilaumsgeschenk.

So war es auch dieses Jahr beim 75-jdhrigen Jubilium der VSVM. Die beson-
dere Gestaltung der Jubildumsfeier am 21. Juni 1980 — {iber die an anderer
Stelle berichtet wird — liess es nun aber aus zeitlichen Griinden nicht zu, als
naheliegende Losung die personlichen Gratulationen und Geschenkiibergaben
in den Festakt selbst einzubauen. Als gliicklicher Ausweg fand sich jedoch die
Moglichkeit, die besagte «Gratulations-Cour» mit dem Aperitif vor dem
Nachtessen des Direktionsrates der Internationalen Vereinigung der Ver-
sicherungsmathematiker am Abend des 18. Juni 1980 im Muraltengut in
Zurich zu verbinden. Die meisten Gratulanten waren ohnehin Mitglieder des
Direktionsrates und so mit ihren Gattinnen zu diesem Aperitif und Nacht-
essen eingeladen, wie auch der gesamte Vorstand der VSVM.

Es brauchte allerdings noch eine gewisse Organisation, welche dafiir sorgte,
dass die Gratulanten der Reihe nach in Ruhe — aber doch nicht in Abgeschie-
denheit — ihre Glickwiinsche vorbringen und ihre allfdlligen Geschenke iiber-
reichen konnten und der «Reigen» so rechtzeitig beendet war, dass bis zum
Beginn des Nachtessens den Anwesenden noch geniigend Zeit verblieb, um
die Geschenke zu betrachten. Selbstverstindlich gehdrte zum Ganzen auch
die jeweilige Verdankung durch den Prasidenten, Herrn Prof. Bithlmann, und
der thm zur Seite stehenden Vorstandsmitglieder.

Es diirfte sich eriibrigen, Einzelheiten iiber den Verlauf zu schildern; es sei
jedoch festgehalten, dass dic « Gratulations-Cour» wiirdevoll verlief, ohne
Pomp in natiirlicher und ungezwungener Atmosphire, sicher auch zur Zu-
friedenheit der Gratulanten. Die diesem Artikel beigegebenen Fotografien
sagen mehr als viele Worte.

In Finland we have always felt great admiration for Switzerland. Your country
has been a stable oasis in the middle of a turbulent Europe.
