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This pamphlet's starting point is a lecture series at the Institute for Landscape Architecture at

the ETH Zurich. "Landscapes Abused. Missbrauchte Landschaften" investigates the development
of contemporary landscapes as products ofpolitical conflicts and economic hegemonies. The

collection of scientific and artistic works is a forensic expedition leading from the Swiss Alps

to the Nevada Desert and arriving at the spaces of crisis of the Israeli-Palestine conflict.

In his book Die Kunst, Stadt und Land zum Sprechen zu bringen,

Corboz investigates landscapes transformed by human action, focusing mainly on American
and Swiss examples. '

University, Harvard University, and Cornell. She has published a book on Richard Payne Knight,
Le paysage des origines.
