Municipality. Judit Bax is an urban designer and planner. She holds an M.Sc. degree
in architecture, urbanism, and building science from TU-Delft. She is currently
involved in several urban renewal projects. Since 2006 she has participated in
the UFM and MARE projects. Ellen Kelder is a strategic policy adviser (water).
She holds an M.Sc. in political science (1991) from the University of Amsterdam
and a Master's in Public Administration (2005) from the Dutch School of Public
Administration. She is the project leader of the Interreg IVb project MARE (since

2009). Martin Hulsebosch is a policy adviser (water) and holds an M.Sc. in Public
Administration (2009) from the Erasmus University Rotterdam.

Christophe Girot was born in Paris in 1957, and is Professor and Chair of
Landscape Architecture in the Architecture Department of the ETH-Zurich. His
teaching and research interests span new topological methods in landscape design,

landscape perception, and analysis through new media, along with contemporary
theory and history of landscape architecture. His professional practice is focused on
large-scale landscape projects which contribute to sustainable urban environments.

Jandirk Hoekstra is a landscape architect, co-editor of H+N+S Landschap-
sarchitecten and senior advisor/supervisor for various projects. He recently worked
for the Province Overijssel in the role of director of the design studio for regional
spatial quality issues. He coordinated a small studio that elaborated a future vision
on a safe (climate proof) and ecologically vital Delta of the Rivers Rhine, Maas, and

Scheldt in the southwestern part of the Netherlands. He is currently heading the Studio

for Coastal Quality which is investigating a combination of safety measures for
the Dutch coast in terms of economic, ecological, and spatial quality.

James Melsom (M.Sc. Architecture, MAS Landscape Architecture ETH Zurich)
has taught and conducted research since 2007 at the Chair of Landscape Architecture

of Professor Christophe Girot at the ETH Zurich. He heads the LandscapeVisu-
alization and Modeling Lab (LVML), focused on the digital simulation and design
of landscape processes and environmental impact, and teaches landscape design at

both the postgraduate and undergraduate levels. He is involved in conferences, has

been invited design workshops, and, parallel to his work at the Chair, works as a

Landscape Architect (BSLA) in collaborations throughout Europe and Asia.
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
