Since 1988 he has been a partner within his own firm Conzett

Bronzini Partner, which encompasses both architectural and infrastructural work.

Conzett is a member of the Schweizerisches Werkbund (SWB), the Bund Schweizer

Architekten (BSA), and the Royal Institute of British Architects (RIBA).

Edward Eigen is an Associate Professor of the History ofArchitecture and Landscape

Architecture at the Harvard Graduate School of Design. His research focuses

on intersections of the human and natural sciences in the nineteenth century. His

forthcoming book, The Anomalous Plan, examines the emergence of experimental
research stations along the edge of the sea. He is Associate Editor of Studies in the

History of Gardens & Designed Landscapes.

Christophe Girot was born in Paris in 1957 and is Professor and Chair of

Landscape Architecture within the Architecture Department at the ETH Zurich. His

teaching and research interests span new topological methods in landscape design,

landscape perception and analysis through new media, and contemporary theory and

history of landscape architecture. His professional practice is focused on large-scale

landscape projects, which contribute to sustainable urban environments.
