This archive of 82 photographs was created for use in the film
"The Watermelon Woman" directed by Cheryl Dunye. The archive became a

collaboration between Cheryl Dunye and Zoe Leonard. Because the
character Fae Richards is fictional, her story was realized by staging
public and private events from her life and photographing them. The

photos chronicle her early years in Philadelphia, her career in Hollywood,

her affair with the director Martha Page, and her later return to
Philadelphia, where she worked for several years in all-Black "race
films." Her nightclub and cabaret performances are also documented. The

pictures of her later years provide evidence of her long relationship
with her lover, June Walker, with whom she lived until she died, at age

sixty-five, in 1973.
