The time has passed when it was possible to draw up a complete
bibliography of any phase of linguistic study. A casual glance at the list of
periodicals, books, and special studies indexed in any of the UNESCO
bibliographies will reveal at once the hundreds of titles to which a

student of linguistics should have access (though actually only a few score

mav be easily available to him). The bibliographies presently available

are very useful as far as they go, but such a study as that called for by
Professor Wagner has not been available for the vocabulary of French
until now. The present work is designed to fill, though modestly, the

very need he states, at least for the period covered. The UNESCO
bibliographies, indexed by author only, are especially frustrating and time-

consuming when one is looking for studies of particular words. Such a

title as Six 'etymologies françaises may be piquant, but it is hardly helpful
if one does not have access to the volume in question. Similar problems

present themselves in the Zts. rom. Phil, bibliographies, where one often
has the additional burden of having to consult several possible categories
before exhausting all possibilities. Actually, the various word-indexes in
the separate volumes and inclusive tables of Romania, Zts. rom. Phil.,
Fr. Mod., etc., are closer to the desideratum of the compilers of the
present work, but there still remains the burdensome task of consulting all
of these sources, volume by volume, and our bibliography, with the

alphabetical listing of words, is aimed at obviating that task.

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A few further words of explanation may be helpful. 1935 was chosen

as the point of departure because that was the year ofthe appearance of
the third edition ofthe Romanisches etymologisches Wörterbuch. In it Meyer-
Lübke presented some 10,000 etymological headings with succinct
bibliographies, and he listed hundreds of French words within his Romance
index printed in triple-column on pages 815-1153. There will doubtless
be those who wish that we might have begun with 1930, or even 1900,
but the compilers were not interested in conscious archaizing. They felt
that the more significant parts of the older material had now become the

common stock of Romance lexicography as a result of the scholarly
sifting given it by Godefroy, Tobler, Meyer-Lübke, Bloch, Dauzat, Gamillscheg,

Wartburg, and others.
The word longer in the title means « longer than two printed pages ».

The compilers ofthe present work arbitrarily limited themselves to such
studies not because they feel that quantity necessarily breeds quality, but
because they felt that the inclusion of brief notes, valuable though it
might be, would have protracted unduly both the length of the work
and the time set for its completion. We have made an exception to this,
however, in the case of shorter comments and brief rejoinders inspired
by the longer studies which are included.

Furthermore, most of the brief notes omitted deal with « Datations
Nouvelles. » Those which appeared constantly since 1946 in Le Français
Moderne are now being collected in a single alphabet by Quemada, starting

at page 291 of the current volume. Unfortunately he excludes the

lists which were printed during the preceding decade and to which
reference is made in Rom. Phil., I (1947), 56.

A similar index could be compiled for the other « Datations Nouvelles »

scattered far and wide during half a century :

We have not attempted to include those studies having to do with

forms primarily dialectal or patois, though we have listed word-studies

bearing upon such important early texts as the Sermenls de Strasbourg,
the Eulalia, etc. Here again, it was simply a matter of spatial and

temporal limitations, but it is to be hoped that others may be inspired to
compile and publish such a bibliography. Unless this appeal is heeded,
the reader will need to await the publication of a cumulative index ofthe
entire Französisches etymologisches Wörterbuch.

Finally, we saw no particular point in listing separately Old French
and Modern French forms, since a single study so often includes both,
and any division in such cases would prove arbitrary, and often misleading.

Our idea, in brief, was to list in one place significant longer studies

of French words, regardless of the date of their first appearance in the

language. Naturally, we shall appreciate hearing of items we may have

overlooked, and which meet our criteria for inclusion.
