ENGLISH SUMMARIES

R. pE MonTicELLL, “Amore, Salute lucente”. Essay on love, RThPh 2003/1,
p. 1-12.

This article analyses several structural traits of personal love as the best way of
spiritual and personal knowledge. A Major Adventure is described by way of an
interpretation of Dante’s Vita nuova; a Minor or Daily Adventure is considered through
the theoretical sketch of personal love as the only cognitive accomplishment (Erfiillung)
of our normal belief in the unigueness of persons, or in the essential Individual.

R. Ceris, Childhood and Compassion in Nietzsche and Dostoyevsky, RThPh
2003/1, p. 13-33.

In the works of Dostoyevsky, the omnipresent paradigm of childhood incarnates the
perfect Christological virtue: redemptive compassion. In Nietzsche, this paradigm is just
as central, but it acquires a fundamentally ambiguous meaning, because it sometimes
designates the most authentic evangelistic attitude (the real teaching of Jesus) and other
times its exact opposite: the cruel courage of a will for power which overcomes all
nostalgia of redemption.

F. DErMANGE, Riceeur and capacity: between Aristotle and Biblical tradition,
RThPh 2003/1, p. 35-46.

Certain recent works of Paul Ricceur show a transition: in the place of human frailty,
as in the philosophy of will, Riceeur is more and more occupied today by life, birth,
and the desire of accomplishment. Does this Aristotelian debt betray an inspiration that
the philosopher had found in Biblical tradition? Even if certain themes are articulated
in a new way, the article shows that the same thesis remains: it is still the subject which
one must grasp, both in its capacity as in its frailty. So the reference to Aristotle is an
invitation to see a new bridge between philosophy and theology.

P. GuiLaume, Deuteronomist historiography: No future!, RThPh 2003/1,
p. 47-57.

This is a revue of a recent collection of articles on Deuteronomist historiography.
The general tendency is clearly unfavourable to the followers of the theories of Martin
Noth. The second part is an historical analvsis retracing the conditions which led to
the appearance of the Biblical historiography of Alexandria.
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
