SCOLYTIDAE OF CEYLON

287. CONTRIBUTION TO THE MORPHOLOGY AND TAXONOMY OF THE
SCOLYTOIDEA

New records of scolvtid beetles from Ceylon are listed and four new species described.

This report on Scolytidae is based on material collected by Claude
Besuchet and Ivan Löbl during the «Voyage entomologique à Ceylon» from
12. I.—19. II. 1970 organized by Robert Mussard of the Muséum d'Histoire
naturelle in Genève. It represents the third contribution to the Scolytoidea
fauna of Ceylon, the first being «A check list of the Scolytidae and Platy-
podidae of Ceylon, with descriptions of new species and biological notes»
(Trans. R. Ent. Soc. London 111. 1959: 469-534), the second «Scolytidae and
Platypodidae from Ceylon», being part of the Lund University Ceylon
Expedition 1962 undertaken by Per Brinck, Hugo Andersson and Lennart
Cederholm (Ent. Scand. Suppl. 1, 1971: 274-285).

The entire material has been placed at my disposal through the kindness
of Dr. Ivan Löbl. The greatest part of the collection belongs to the
carpophagous and spermatophagos Genera Poecilips Schaufuss and Coccotrypes
Eichhoff obviously originating from seeds and fruits of forest trees fallen
to the ground and gathered by sifting (tamisage) of forest litter. The same
may apply to the species of Hypothenemus Westwood and Stephanoderes
Eichhoff. Species belonging to the genus Xyleborus Eichhoff are quite
common in forest litter during the dry season in tropical countries waiting
there for suitable breeding conditions.

DESCRIPTION OF NEW SPECIES

Hypothenemus minutulus n. sp.
Castaneous to ferrugineus, 0.96-1.10 mm long, 2.3 times as long as wide.

A new species similar in size and general appearance as in Hypothenemus
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miniitissimus Schedl from Argentine, but the pronotum with a anterior margin
more narrowly rounded and with four very slender toothlike asperities, the
two median ones closely placed, the laterad one in some distance, moreover the
pronotal summit distinctly higher and the elytral declivity more obliquely
convex.

Front convex, silky shining, with extremely dense very fine punctuation,
pubescence difficult to recognize.

Pronotum wider than long (20:18), widest near the base, postero-lateral
angles rectangular, closely attached to the elytra, the sides subparallel on the
basal fourth, thence rather strongly incurved, apex narrowly rounded, anterior
margin with four slender toothlike asperities, the two median ones closely
placed, the laterad one in some distance, a subapical constriction hardly
noticable; summit rather high and situated in the center, anterior area
obliquely convex, with remotely placed asperities similar to those on the
anterior margin, basal area shining, sparsely and very finely punctured, some
short erect setae along the sides and on the anterior asperate area. Scutellum
very small, finely punctured.

Elytra scarcely wider and 1.6 times as long as the pronotum, sides parallel
on the basal two fifths, thence somewhat cuneiform, apex rather narrowly
rounded, declivity commencing short before the middle, obliquely convex; disc
shining, with rows of moderately sized punctures bearing extremely short
inclined hairs, interstices with rows of more remotely placed finer punctures
giving rise to moderately long semierect setae becoming somewhat spatulate
on the declivitiy, on the latter the strial punctures finer than on the disc, the
punctures of the interstices somewhat coarser.

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Poecilips loebli n. sp.
Testaceous, 2.9-3.0 mm long, 2.6 times as long as wide. More closely allied

to Poecilips granulicauda Schedl from Malaya, but larger, the pronotum less

trapezoid in outline, more shallowly convex in both directions, the elytra
rather coarsely punctured and the declivity distinctly aplanate below.

Front broadly convex, rather densely covered with medium sized punctures

bearing extremely short setae, with a fine median longitudinal carine on
the anterior fourth indistinctly continued above as a impunctate line, minutely
punctulate towards the vertex.

Pronotum as long as wide, postero-lateral angles rectangular and broadly
rounded, the sides subparallel on the basal-half, thence rather abruptly
incurved, apex narrowly rounded, a subapical constriction well developed;
disc shallowly convex in both directions, densely covered with medium sized

punctures giving rise to fairly long inclined hairs, the punctures much smaller
to obsolate on the basal fourth, subasperate in the center. Scutellum triangular,
of moderate size and impunctate.

Elytra but slightly wider and 1.8 times as long as the pronotum, sides

parallel on little more than basal half, apex obliquely rounded, declivity
commencing short behind basal half, obliquely convex, transversely aplanate
below; disc shining, regularey striate-punctate, the strial punctures moderately
large, closely placed and giving rise to minute inclined setae, the striae
somewhat impressed, especially the first ones, interstices rather wide, each
one with a median row of smaller and more remotely placed punctures
bearing semierect moderately long hairs; on the declivity the interstriai
punctures replaced by minute granules, the semierect hairs by short somewhat

slender spatulate setae, the angulate apex well defined but not carinate.

Poecilips robustus n sp.
Ferrugineous, 1.32-1.70 mm long, 2.30-2.36 times as long as wide. This

new species should be placed near Poecilips corticis Beeson and P. vaterie
Beeson but may easily distinguished from both by the smaller size, the
more stout shape of the body, and the more distinctly asperate pronotai disc.

Front convex, densely rather finely punctured and with very short
•pubescence below, the punctures fading away above and with a short fine
longitudinal carina in the upper half.

Pronotum somewhat longer than wide (3'6:34), widest at the beginning
of the basal fourth, postero-lateral angles a little more than rectangular and
closely attached to the elytra, sides slightly divergent on basal fourth, thence
obliquely incurved, apex moderate broadly rounded, a subapical constriction
indicated; summit rather low and situated distinctly behind the center, disc

shining, evenly convex, densely and uniformaly rather finely asperate-punctate,
pubescence sparse, ofmedium length and erect. Scutellum very small and finely
punctured.
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Elvira slightly wider (36:34) and 1.3 times as long as the pronotum.
sides parallel on the basal third, apex rather broadly rounded, declivity
commencing after basal third and obliquely convex: disc shining, with fairly
regular rows of medium sized rather closely placed punctures, interstices wide,
universitaly punctured but the punctures much smaller, remotely placed and
bearing moderately long erect setae: on the declivity the strial punctures in
distinctly impressed striae, and the pubescence more prominent.

Coccotrypes strigicollis n. sp.
Female. Ferrugineous to piceous. 1.40-1.56 mm long, 1.93 times as long

as wide. A new species allied to Coccotrypes carpophagus Horn., but
distinctly smaller, the pronotum somewhat more slender and the basal area
of the pronotum with the punctures very closely placed and elongate, the
median longitudinal line usually finely carinate.

Front convex, somewhat aplanate below, silky shining, densely and
finely punctured and radiating aciculate.

Pronotum slightly longer than wide (31:29), postero-lateral angles a
'little more than rectangular and closely attached to the elytra, the sides
somewhat divergent on the basal third, thence rather strongly incurved, the
subapical constriction distinct, apex moderate broadly rounded, apical
margin armed with six small triangular asperities in regular intervals; summit

moderately high and situated short behind center, anterior area
obliquely convex, and densely asperate, the asperities gradually changing into
elongate punctures behind the summit, pubescence short but rather abundant.

Scutellum small and hnely punctured.
Elytra as wide and 1.4 times as long as the pronotum, the sides parallel

on the basal third, apex broadly rounded, slightly angulate when viewed
from above, declivity commencing after the basal third" and obliquely convex;

disc shining, with regular rows of medium sized punctures in subim-
pressed striae, the strial punctures bearing — more clearly defined on the
declivity — extremely short inclined hairs, the interstices moderately wide,
each one with a median row of distinctly finer and more remotely placed
punctures giving rise to moderately long semierect setae; on the declivity
the punctuation but little finer, the pubescence more prominent, the apical
margin more distinctly angulate if examined from behind.
