Coin finds in churches

It is well known that coin finds from Medieval and Early Modern churches provide
extraordinary sources for the use of money, especially in Scandinavia and Alpine
Central Europe, but also in countries like Germany, Austria, France and Italy. Not
only have a total of several thousand churches been excavated, but, within the field
of Medieval and Early Modern Archaeology, church archaeology has developed
into a discipline of its own, which, in many countries, forms an important part of
the heritage management.

A total of more than 100000 single finds of coins from ecclesiastical buildings
has been recorded in Europe with an emphasis on Scandinavia and the Alpine
regions, especially Switzerland. The total number for Europe as a whole is probably
significantly higher, but still needs to be established. This material provides an
unprecedented body of evidence for coin use in Christian contexts from the Early
Church through the Middle Ages on into the Early Modern period.

Devotional and memorial use of money

The religious use of money was widespread in the Latin West. Such evidence
is readily supported by numerous charters, accounts, saints’s lives, chronicles
and sagas, as well as by archaeological finds dating from the Middle Ages up to
Modern times. In the medieval church, money provided a means for the soul’s
salvation, offering remission of sins, and was transmuted into church treasures
for the glory of God. Coins found in archaeological contexts under the floors
of churches throughout Europe attest to devotional and memorial use and as
tangible evidence of relations between Christianity, the worshippers’ concepts of
salvation, memoria and symbolic monetary values.

Coin finds from churches have so far mainly been used for dating the churches
themselves, in traditional numismatic studies organizing the particular coin
series, for the analysis of monetization and coin use in medieval societies, and,
relatively recently, for the study of religious devotional rituals, both institutional
and personal. In short, during the Middle Ages enormous numbers of coins were
presented as donations, offerings, oblations, and for penance at sacred shrines
and altars, placed within alms boxes and collections bags in churches, cathedrals
and monasteries. Every member of the congregation was expected to make
offerings as part of their devotional practice. Over the centuries this universal
tradition would be accountable for the enormous sums that found its way into
church and cathedral coffers every Sunday and on major feast days. The numbers
of people involved would encompass a large part of all those living within Western
Christendom.
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Still the evidence for this religious practice is rarely shown in more than passing
referrals found in documentary sources, whether sermons, saints lives and literary
texts, or in canon law and court cases. The many coin finds in Scandinavia,
Switzerland and other countries demonstrate customs and devotional practices
universally accepted within Christian communities.

Landscapes of Churches

The cultural topography of Christianity defined landscapes in large regions of
Europe, especially with extensive church building from the 11" and 12" century
onwards; this was certainly true in Switzerland and Norway, both countries with
extraordinary topography: Mountains, valleys, seas (salt water) and lakes (sweet
water), rivers, fjords and plains. Estimates of the number of medieval churches
in Norway suggest some 1500 church buildings by AD 1300, of which 1200 were
wooden stave churches and 300 stone churches. A large number of these churches
were built in the 12" and 13™ century, many being rebuilt or extended, and many
were situated on sites with a continuity of cult from pre-Christian times.

In Denmark and Sweden, large numbers of churches and monasteries formed
the topography of societies more than any other tangible features. The Island of
Gotland, a rich enclave in the Baltic sea, stands out with 97 stone churches, most
of them originally built in the late 11" and 12" centuries'.

In Switzerland, probably several thousand churches and chapels form dense
ecclesiastical landscapes. In total more than 1500 have been excavated and in
650 churches and in adjacent buildings coin finds have been recorded. This
extraordinary body of evidence is only partially studied, but gives a lot of insights
into the use of coins within the church. In addition, Switzerland offers a specific
window into the situation after the reformation: the country was divided between
catholic and reformated regions, with regions having mixed confessions and some
regions with churches that were used jointly by both confessions; we can therefore
also study the comparative use of coins by both main confessions®

For the Medieval and Modern period, the topography of the church rooms
was shaped in a similar way in large parts of Europe, regardless of the confession.
Anyone who walked into a church between the 10" and 18" century, whether
in Switzerland, Italy, France, Denmark or Norway would recognize the general
features and architectural concepts. All churches would follow standardized
forms and measures, as would most elements of the liturgical celebrations,
at least within the same confession. This provides excellent starting points for
comparative studies.

Comparative perspectives

The ability to study single finds of coins on this magnitude is extraordinary. To
do so in contexts, which are similar in religious nature and in material structure,
as well as in patterns of chronological and spatial distribution, is exceptional.
In spite of the many similarities, the differences, however, are significant. One
pertinent example is the chronological distribution of coins from the medieval
period, particularly when coin finds started to become common as a reflection
of coin use in the churches: Italy late 11" /12" century, Norway late 12" century,
Denmark mid-13" century, Sweden late 13™ century, Switzerland late 13™/early
14" century, Gotland mid-14" century.

As everywhere, the caliber of money-offerings was seldom based on monetary
value. The finds of petty coins are overwhelmingly dominant. This seems to
be a common feature of coin finds in churches not only in Scandinavia and
Switzerland, but also in Italy, in France, Austria and Germany. Gold coins appear
onlyin extraordinary cases; in Norway there is only one gold coin recorded among
20000 coin finds, a 14" century English gold noble.

In this context it might be worth remembering the biblical parable where the
poor widow’s mite was considered far more valuable than the coins offered by the
rich (Mark. 12.38—44). The parable may have legitimized the use of petty cash for
devotional purposes throughout Christianity.

In many cases excavations in churches produce clusters of coin finds related to
the high altar, saints’ altars, brotherhood altars, and alms boxes; or by being in
relation to a particular piece of artwork incorporating holy features; sometimes
depositions were made in connection to re-consecrations and renovations. Burials
in churches would occasionally involve coins, now and then even hoards. There
are many reasons for the use of coins within churches and significant elements
can be differentiated by a broad comparison over time and space.

Why are Scandinavia and Central Alpine Europe comparable in size and
structure of the coin finds in churches? Rather than monetary realities or
devotional and religious culture being different than elsewhere, a main answer
seems to be the architecture, more precisely the construction of the flooring.
Churches with wooden floors produce far more coin finds than those with floors
of mortar and stone. In regions where stone floors were common there are far
fewer coin finds (Central and South Italy, France) or none at all (England), while
small parish churches with wooden floors produce hundreds, and in some cases,
thousands of medieval coin finds.

Of course, there is a plethora of reasons behind the rich coin finds from church-
es, as the contribution of Monica Baldassarri for Italy shows. Any comparative study
of coin finds in churches would have to take into account a wide range of elements,
beginning with the methods and considerations of the archaeological excavations,
the ritual customs and the way the offerings were organized as part of devotional
culture. How they were expressed in sacred architecture, liturgy and religious art is
here demonstrated and discussed from wide range of different perspectives.

This special 1ssue
The studies in this special issue explore the relationship between the use of money
in religious and devotional practice recorded in archaeological contexts within
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Medieval and Early Modern churches — where materiality meets spirituality. The
archaeological evidence of money in Christian contexts is discussed in relation
to church architecture, interiors and devotional art. Matthias Untermann tackles
the devotional uses of money and the contexts of coin loss in churches with the
help of archaeological evidence and liturgical and iconographic sources. Martin
Wangsgaard Jirgensen elucidates the ritual system for monetary offerings within
the church in the context of liturgy and religious practice in Scandinavia. The
use of money for devotional purposes are treated in relation to the sacrament of
baptism in a Northern European context by Mona Bramer Solhaug.

Monica Baldassarri gives the first assessment of coin finds in churches from
North and Central Italy between the 7™ to the 17" centuries on the basis of 335
church excavations. For Switzerland, Anne-Francine Auberson and Carine Raemy
Tournelle offer a regional study of coin finds from eleven churches in the Broye
district which encompass Europan trade and pilgrimage routes. Daniel Schmutz
and Jacqueline Lauper present the church finds evidence of the Canton of Bern
including Steffisburg, one of the best studied church finds in Switzerland.

An in-depth study of the rich coin finds from the Norwegian stave church in
Ringebu on the pilgrim route between Oslo and Nidaros is presented by Terje
Hellan and Alf Tore Hommedal provides a discussion of the coin finds in relation
to the production of church bells in the 14" century in the Sola church on the
West coast of Norway. At the end of this volume Henrik Klackenberg sums-up
Scandinavian research on coin finds in churches, thus providing an annex giving
the last twenty-five years of work done since the publication of his seminal study
«Moneta Nostra» (1992).

In this issue the topics have been treated from the point of view of certain
different parts and regions of Europe without any claim of being fully re-
presentative of the area as a whole. The main effort has been in building a better
understanding of this phenomenon in a more ample European setting and much
of the contributions have their origin in a close relation between an International
Conference taking place in Winterthur and a Scandinavian research project,
based in Oslo.

The story behind: A project and a conference

As a consequence of the Scandinavian research project «Religion and Money:
Economy of Salvation in the Middle Ages» (2013-2017, funded by the Norwegian
Research Council, project no. 222545)* where a significant part was devoted to
studies of coin finds in churches, primarily in Scandinavia, close contacts between

scholars in Norway and Switzerland were initiated in 2015. On both sides the two
editors of this special issue were coordinators of this exchange.

Workshops and meetings in Oslo, Durham, Bern and Winterthur paved the
way for a collaborative conference of the Munzkabinett der Stadt Winterthur,
the Museum of Cultural History, University of Oslo and the Schweizerische
Arbeitsgemeinschaft fir Fundminzen (SAF). In 2017 a group of nearly fifty
scholars from nine countries came together for the conference «Coins in
European Churches: Religious Practice and Devotional Use of Money» in the Alte
Kaserne in Winterthur (22-23 June).

This came 24 years after the first international conference devoted to coin finds
in churches had been organized by the SAF, also in Switzerland (Fundmuzen
aus Kirchengrabungen, Lucerne, 19 November 1993)*. One of the organizers
(BenediktZach) and one of the lecturers (Henrik Klackenberg) of the Winterthur
conference had already been present at the 1993 Lucerne conference, thus
showing what a long run the topic has had.

Everyone participating at the Winterthur conference will notice that this
special issue of the Swiss Numismatic Review does not actually provide full
«proceedings» in a strict sense, even though it is so entitled in accordance to the
earlier conferences organised by the SAF°. Some papers are under preparation
to be published elsewhere (Aden Kumler, Caroline Merz and Michael Matzke).
Others are being published in the context of the «Religion and Money» project
(Hakon Roland, Christoph Kilger and Jon Anders Risvaag)®. Again other authors
present in this special issue have developed their contribution as part of the same
project (Martin Wangsgaard Jurgensen, Mona Bramer Solhaug, Terje Hellan
and Alf Tore Hommedal). The original objective of the Scandinavian-Swiss
cooperation was to provide a broad account of the research on the subject of coins
in churches and relevant issues and thereby bringing these two regions together
