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THE 100TH ANNIVERSARY OF DURKHEIM’S
«LES REGLES DE LA METHODE SOCIOLOGIQUE»

historian Massimo Borlandi who was gathering material for a book on Durkheim,
les régles de la méthode et I’histoire (Paris, L’Harmattan, 1995), approached
Raymond Boudon among other French sociologists.
