Les critéres précis qui seront requis pour 'ac-
créditation de ces agents seront finalisés sous peu.

L’'on sait déja que les agences devront avoir une

expérience dans le domaine de I'éducation et des
échanges d’étudiants et qu’elles devront étre
approuvées par les ministéres de I’'Education et de la

Sécurité publique.
Il est vivement recommandé aux €écoles suisses de
contacter leur partenaire chinois afin de s‘assurer

que ce dernier sera habilité a poursuivre ses activités.

Overseas students get protection

CHINA implemented a regula-
tion yesterday concerning the
administration of intermediate
agencies that provide services
for self-supported students who
intend to study abroad.

The regulation, which was
jointly issued by the Ministry of
Education, Ministry of Public
Security and State Administra-
tion of Industry and Commerce,
was designed-to provide more
efficient services for self-funded
students and to safeguard their
interests, said vice-minister of
education Wei Yu, at a press
conference yesterday in Beijing.

According to the regulation,
intermediate service agencies
must be legally authorized edu-
cational institutions.

-They must have experience in
exchanges and co-operation

with foreign educational orga-
nizations. Entities involved in,
providing the services must first
get approval from local educa-
tional administrations, from the
Ministry of Education and pass
an appraisal of qualifications
conducted by the Ministry of
Public Security.

Once qualified, educational
institutions must register at lo-
cal administrations of industry
and commerce, according to the
regulation.

Typically, intermediate service

agencies provide information.

and policies concerning study-

ing abroad, apply to overseas’

higher leaming institutions on
behalf of students and provide
training programmes for stu-
dents before they leave.

Applicants must be students
who have finished senior mid-

dle school and college or univer--

sity studles according to the
regulation.

Sending self-supported stu-
dents and scholars abroad has
become an important aspect of
China’s educational exchanges
with other countries, said Wei.

With rapid economic develop-
ment and improvements in peo-
ple’s living standards, more
Chinese are applying to study at
colleges and universities in for-
eign countries.

Since the State implemented:
Administrative Rules on the
Entry and Exit of Chinese Citi-
zens in 1986, and as of last year,
public security departments
across the country have autho-

‘rized 9.26 million people to go

abroad on private business, of
which 567,000 were self-funded
students and scholars, said Xu
Ganlu, director of the Exit and
Entry Management Depart-

ment of the Ministry of Public
Security.

Intermediate service agencies
have greatly helped link stu-
dents and scholars with hlgher
learning institutions in for elgn
countries, said Wei.

But some agencies, in order to
make money, have operated
improperly and have issued false
or deceptive advertisements,
said Wei.

Some students paid money to
unauthorized agencies, but did
not get services promised and
often could not find the fake
agents to reclaim their money.

Some students who gained
entry to foreign countries, were
forced to leave by local emigra-
tion administrations because
their counterfeit visas were is-
sued by unauthorized service
agencies in China, according to
Wei.
