We are plzased to inform you that plans for the holding of the
3rd.WOild Romani Congress, which is to take place at Gottingen,
West Germany, from May 15th., to 20th., are now well advanced.
The City Hall has been booked for the event and the necessary
translation equipment hired.

More than 300 Roma from 80 organizaticns in 25 countiries have
notified the secretariat that they will be participating, and
the Congress will thus be the biggest held so far.

In recent months there have been msny discussions and consultations
concerning the Congress, and numbsrs of organizations and groups
have written with proposals and resolutions. From these the
general aims of the 3rd.Congress can be summed up as follows:-

1 Tc enable Romani organizations in the EEC countries
to decide upon a joint international campaign for the
setting up of a net-work of caravan parks throughout
the region, together with a suitable education system
and an end to discrimination.

2 Teo seek through the United Nations, and by negotiation
with individual governments, recognition and guaranteed
rights for Rema in all countries as a national minority
of Indian origin.

To demand citizenship for all stateless Roma.

4 To make further known the murder of Roma by the Nazis
and demand both individuval and block reparations (under
UNESCO control).

The Congress will also dec1qe upon amendments to the statutes of
the Romani Union, and elec¢ a new Presidium and Secretariat.

Immediately afterwards, a large delegation will be gbing to
Strasbourg to meeting with officials and members of the Council

of BZurope. A second delegation will go to +the United Nations at
Geneva.

Plans are also in hand for the holding of three Romani Festivals
at Hambourg, Gottingen and Dusseldorf, before, during and after .
the Congress, Further details of these will be available shortly.

of your delegation. We shall then be able to arrange accommodation
for you, according to your wishes,
