Mr. Joseph Mathias Kolb,
from Oberriet, St. Gall, of 20, Southampton Street, Fitzroy Square,
died, after only one week's illness, surrounded by his family of three
daughters and a son-in-law, on Thursday, 9th December, at 11.20 a.m.

Previous to his retirement, a couple of years ago, Mr. Kolb was
sole proprietor of the business of Messrs. Shington & Co., Merchant
Tailors, 20, Brook Street, W., of which firm he had been for many
years a partner and chief cutter.

His death is a great loss to our Colony where Mr. Kolb was very
well known as a great patriot and a very pleasant companion. Accord-
ing ito..notes kindly supplied by his friend, Mr. G. Hungerbühler,
Mi'- Kolb was one of the founders of the Choral Society Helvetia in
1867. As a member of the City Swiss Club he was still present at the
annual banquet of 26th November last. He belonged to the N.S.H.
since the foundation of the London Group, was an honorary member
of the Swiss Club Schweizerbund, and a subscriber to the Fond de
feecburs pour les Suisse Pauvres. To the Société de Secours Mutuels
he belonged since 1874, but not once in all these years did he figure on
the sick list.
