PUBLISHER’S INTRODUCTION.

The following is the text of a letter addressed some
time ago to the Swiss Societies in London by Mr. P. F.
3O0EHRINGER, of the Frederick Printing Co. Ltd., 21, Garlick
Hill, E.C.4 .—

“The publication of a Swiss newspaper for the
London Colony has, for the last few years, occupied
the serious attention of societies and individual
patriots. The desire—and perhaps the necessity
—of editing and establishing this newspaper,
from 1its first 1ssue, in such a complete form
as to appeal to all and everyone, has made 1t
essential to examine certain details and questions,
mostly of a debatable character, whizch make
a unanimous agreement difficult. I propose to
start a fortmightly paper "in a modest and
unpretentious attire, to ignore these details for
the present, but endeavouring to adorn it, from
time to time, with those attractions which actual
experience will show to be desirable. Literature,
financial and commercial news, and the recording
of Swiss polities will, therefore, be reserved for
some future date.

“The Swiss Observer will be run on inde-
pendent lines—independent of any party, creed
or group—and 1its columns will be open to all
shades of opinion compatible with Swiss honour,
traditions and aspirations. It will exert itself in
strengthening the existing societies in the Swiss
Colony by giving their reports and announcements
a publicity they are unable otherwise to obtain.
It will co-ordinate 1n the most economical way any
etforts or movements undertaken by the colony as
a whole, and 1t will dssist in the formation of a
sound and well considered judgment and apprecia-
tion of any question vital to our Colony or Country
by inviting and encouraging every Swiss to make
use of the Correspondents’ column. Not being
responsible for the opinions vented there, the
Editor will exercise the greatest possible tolerance.

He engages himself to publish all contributions
from members of the Colony, however far their
views may differ from his own, if only the corres-
pondents will conform to the principles of truth and
common fairness in discussion.”

The warm interest and encouragement with which the
Swiss Observer met from the first, induced the publisher to
depart somewhat from his original intention, as he felt that
he could not ignore the numerous offers of active support.
The memory of the good work done by the late * Riitli”—
to whom the Swiss Observer pays the homage due to a
gallant ancestor—had always kept alive the desire for
another paper of our own. Collaboration, however, calls for
the necessity of sub-ordinating these individual efforts, and
it was in this order of ideas that the publisher approached
Dr. A. Larr, the Secretary of the London Group of the
Nouvelle Société Helvétique. The Council of the latter
Society, after considering and approving the programme of
the Swiss Observer, authorised its Secretary to take charge
of the editorial part, and an understanding to this effect
with the Publisher has been entered into.
