The Italian Prime Minister, Signor Mussolini,
is reported to have stated to some press representa-
tives that the Ticino question did not exist for
Italy, the latter simply wishing to prevent the
germanizing of this canton. (It will be remembered
that Mussolini, some considerable time ago, made
a public statement that he considered the Gotthard
as the natural frontier of Italy.)

The large number of foreigners who have
elected to leave less congenial climes to enjoy
the beauties of our native land and the advantages
of our democratic institutions cannot but be grati-
fying to the Swiss. But one can have too much
even of a national compliment, and there has been
considerable preoccupation in the Federal Council
over the 405,000 unnaturalised residents in Switzer-
land who constitute almost one-ninth of the entire
population. It is now proposed, in order to ensure
the assimilation of these numbers, to naturalise
12,000 foreigners annually. Children born in Swiizer-
land of mothers of Swiss birth will enjoy certain im-
mediate privileges of citizenship, but a probationary
period of five years will be imposed upon the
newly-naturalised citizen aspiring to eclection on
legislative and executive bodies. A * quarantine ”
of patriotism! Other far-reaching proposals have
been decided on, one of them lkmg the modilica-
tion of Art. 44, to read:—"“ No Swiss can be
“expelled from Switzerland or from his native
‘canton.”  The proposed measures are to be
mitted to the vote of the people.

The Canton of Solothurn discloses in its turn
a deficit in its budgetary estimate for 1923. This
is estimated at fr.

We referred in a previous issue (No. 73) to the
subsidy granted by the Sw Government to the
Swiss Watch Industry, to which watch interests in
the Franche-Comté took exception as constituting
unfair competition with French watchmakers,
With regard to the representations which were
consequently made by the French Government to
the Federal Council it is now announced that the
Swiss Chamber of Watch Manufacturers has decided
to forego the advantage of this subsidy so far as
France is concerned.

A lightning strike has broken out in the printing
trade which has partly paralysed the daily papers.
In Lausanne, for instance, La Feuille d’avis, La
Tribune de Lausanne, La Gazette de Lausazne and
the Rezue are issuing a common sheet under the
title: Presse Lausannots, Feuille d’ Avis, Gazelte,
Rewvue et Tribune réunies. It is stated in some
quarters ‘that the strike has been engincered by
the Socialists, in order to put a stop to the propa-
ganda appearing in the Swiss press against the
proposed Capital Levy, to be submitted to the
vote of the people on December 3rd. The strike
has not affected the Socialist press.

Some weeks ago the heads of the Cantonal
Departments, in conference assembled, addressed

a request to the Federal Council for an increase
from 8 to 10 per cent. of their proportion of the
military tax which is allotted to the cantons against
the cost of collection. The Federal Council has
now rejected the demand.

OBITUARY.

All Swiss will incline themselves with respect
before the tomb of Mr. Robert Comtesse, who
passed away at Tour-de-Peilz, on the 17th Novem-
ber, in his 76th year. = This eminent politician
studied for the bar, but entered the political arena
in 1876, taking the place of Numa Droz in the
Government of Neuchatel, where he remained for
24 years. It would be impossible to enumerate
the many useful reforms and patriotic legislative
measures that he instituted during his long tenure
of office, so varied and numerous were his activities,
He brought the same qualities of efficiency, firm-
ness and wisdom to bear in the National  Council
and was twice elected President of the Sw1ss Con-
federation, in 1904 and 1910.

MILITARY TAX & IMMATRICULATION FEE.
The Editor The Swiss Observer.
Sir,—I have read with much interest the letter

of “Drei Eidgenossen” in last week’s publication
of the S. O. and confess that I endorse, if not the
whole, the greatest part of it. I should like to

add a few points. We all know that the military
tax, apart from being worked out on the personal
income of the citizen, is arrived at by taking into
account the latter’s prospective share in his parents’
fortune. Whether or not he ever comes into pos-
session of the assessed share the law does not care.
I am at a loss to understand why this system' of
assessing people for taxes has not been, up to the
present, copied by some foreign Chancellor of the
Exchequer. After all, this is THE solution of the
fiscal problem, of national financial difficulties.
Why not apply it? Why not assess people on the
assumption that perhaps one day, as a result of
some inheritance, a newspaper competition,, a horse
race winner, or a profit on Standard Oil Co. shares,
they will be the proud possessors of no less than,
say, one million pounds sterling, besides a four-
wheeled Rolls-Royce ?. Decidedly Mr. Lenin has
been unlucky in the choice of his financial advisers.
Had he availed himself of the genius of Swiss
experts on military taxation, instead of appointing
some prophet on nationalization of land, production
and women, I venture to say that not only would
the Russian budget be balanced, but Russia would
by now actually be lending money to Germany,
thus enabling the latter to *stabilise ” the- Mark
at 20 to the pound, and to pay the indemnities
asked from'.her plus a substantial bonus.
