To the Editor " The Swiss Observer."

Sir In the early autumn of 1920 the various Swiss Societies
and Institutions in London appointed delegates to a Commission
which was to study the scheme of finding the ways and means
for creating a Swiss Central Club House in London. Shortly
after the first meeting of the Commission, held in December,
1920, enquiry forms were sent to all the Swiss Societies, Insti-
tutions, etc.. and it can safely be assumed that by now all these
have been returned to the proper authority. So far, however,
no further meeting of this Commission has been called, nor
have any communications reached its members as far as the
writer was able to ascertain, and one is beginning to wonder
whether the whole idea is not once more to be relegated to
obscurity.

It would really be interesting to know whether the dele-
gates of the various Societies, etc., will be acquainted sooner or
later with the information gathered by means of the enquiry
forms and given an opportunity to express their views on same.
Surely something may be done. It is high time that the Swiss
in London pull themselves together and do something practical
and useful in the way of that much-talked-of Unity, which
should not remain for ever just a catchword for after-dinner or
other speeches. Are we to- wait until some more Societies
have acquired premises of their own and reduced the chances
of the Colony having that much-wanted Central Club House
The resources of the Colony should allow for a modest start.
In latter years much money and energy have been more or less
wasted in all sorts of enterprises, very creditable, it is true.,
but which would have given far better results if the Swiss in
London could only realise how necessary it would be te> co-
ordinate their efforts. If Unity is to be our aim, let us show
that we mean it, not only in words, but also in deeds. If
languages or religions are not to divide us, is there not just
as much reason for no distinction of class or rank p Certain
difficulties stand in the way of the scheme, some very, serious
indeed, especially with regard to the financing of same, but if
goodwill is forthcoming from all sides, it would set the scheme
on quite a sound foundation. Further, there is no reason why
the two opposite tendencies, dry and not dry, should not be
conciliated, although this question should not constitute the
eternal stumbling block to the realisation of what is, I am sure,
the earnest wish of the majority of Swiss in London.

In conclusion be it said that what has been done by our
Norwegian friends in London, the Swiss should be able to do,
even allowing for the less homogenous character of our Colony
and the fact that there are Club Houses already in existence.

Your very much appreciated publication offers a splendid
opportunity to the Swiss to express their opinion on this
question, and it would be a welcome thing if they would avail
themselves of the hospitality which you kindly extended to the
writer of the above, from whom please accept his best thanks.
