L’Autriche rend a Gengve les canons qu’elle lui
avait emportés. — Profitant, 1’année dernicre, de la
présence A (;cnmt de Mgr. Seipel, chancelier
d’Autriche, le Conseil d’Etat avait demandé que le
gouvernement autrichien vouldt bien nous restituer
deux canons “ fréres” de ceux qui sont sous l'ar-
senal et qui avaient été salsis par l'Autriche a la
suite des événements de 1813,

Ces canons, qui avaient été placés dans un
musée, & Vienne, sont arrivés en gare de Cornavin.

Ils avaient été fondus en 1725, & la Coulovre-
nitre. (C’est au commencement de I'année 1814 que
Bubna, ayant délivré Genéve, marcha sur la Savoie
en emportant deux batteries de six pidces apparte-
nant & lartilleric genevoise. Battu & Saint-Julien,
obligé de battre en retraite, Bubna repartit pour
Vienne. Les canons genevois firent comme lui.
Un officier de la Garde nationale, le colonel Pinon,
suivit les pi¢ces d’artillerie et arriva en méme
temps qu’elles & Viennc. Il en demanda la restitu-
tion a I'empereur Frangois IT qui, sur douze canons,
en rendit six seulement. Trois d’entre eux furent
convertis en cloches. Les trois autres sont sous
Pancien arsenal. Et voici que deux' autres, aprés

e d’attente, nous sont enfin rendu: Il ne
faut jamais désespérer. I.’une de ces pitces porte
Iinscription: “ Martin Emery,” Vautre: “ Fondu a
Geneve par Georges Munch, de Dresde, 1725.”
Elles mesurent trois meétres deuze de longueur.

Les deux canons, partis il y a quelques jours
de Vienne, sont arrivés, sur un wagon découvert,
par Buchs et Zurich. Généreuses follement, les
douanes suisses ont bien voulu admettre ces * mar-
chandises ™’ en franchise. La Ville de Geneéve leur
en sera re(‘()l\lllll‘ﬁ\'(\lltﬁ.

Ils sont privés de leurs affits, ces nonveaux
vieux canons. Neanmoins, ils pésent 1200 kilo:

the Schweizerische
Lebensver ldwmngs— und  Rentenanstalt in Zurich
to the Federal Council, in the terms of which the
insurance company propose to make a loan to the
State of Frs. 75,000,000 for the Federal Railwavs
The Federal (,(mn(ll have accepted the offer, and
as no objection is likely on the part of the Federal
Railways authorities, it mayv be considered to he
a settled transaction. The loan will be taken over
at 8500, and the interest will be at the rate of
3500, The term for redemption is 20 years. The
money  will thus be somewhat cheaper obtained
than was the recent 40u loan. The actual rate of
interest paid by the State will be 4.6700, as against
4.7705 for the recent issue. The dillerence is
accounted for, of course, by the fact that in the
case of the insurance company’s loan there will be
no expenses, such as are incurred in the case of
a public issue, where commission, advertising, pre-
paration of bonds and the like alw contribute
a certain percentage to the eventual cost of the
money. There will be no issuc of this new loan
in the public market. The Company will reckon
the security at par in their balance sheet, a move
which is entirely justified in the case of a i

An offer has been mac [c by

insurance concern, where the corresponding liabili-

ties are spread over a long period of vy On
the other hand, the Company will have the advan-
tage that the holding of this loan will compensate
them for other holdings which have depreciated
in value owing to exchange - fluctuations.

With a view to converting or redeeming their
40/ loan which is shortly due, the Zurich municipal
authorities arc proposing to raise a new 41on loan

o

loan of Frs. 15,000,000, It is also proposel, when
the time comes, to issue Frs. 12,000,000 in new
Treasury Bonds to replace the 60p issues falling

due for repayment in 1923 and 1924.

The trade returns for the first quarter of the
present vear show a reduction on the fgures of
the previous quarter, both in the case of exports
and of imports, and shared alike by-the figures of
value and by the figures for volume. Imports
amounted to a value of Frs. 531 million, as com-
pared with Frs. 559 million in the last quarter of
1922, while exports amounted to Frs. 406 million,
as compared with Frs. 442 million.

The Bernina Railway closed the year 1922 with
a debit balance of Frs. 4,235,260, This compares
with a deficit of Frs. 4,002,997 at the close of
the preceding year. The capital is Frs. 6,000,000,
and the shareholders will aguin have to forego
any dividend distribution.
