By the death of Mr. C. E. Musgrave, in a

nursing home on August 3rd, Switzerland loses a

friend and admirer who has visited our country on
many occasions and who, as secretary to the London
Chamber of Commerce, has played an important
part in the development of commercial relations
between the two countries. M. Henri Martin, the
Commercial Attaché of the Swiss Legation, could...
probably write a book about the stern and unique
qualities of Mr. Musgrave, whom a good number
in our colony will always remember by the charm-
ing speech which he delivered in June, 1921, on
the occasion of the dinner offered to Messrs. A.
Georg and John Syz. In referring to our Com-
mercial Attaché, Mr. Musgrave said: "Mr. Martin
" is a pushful person, and it is impossible to deny
" him anything he asks, and as he asks only what
" is fair and reasonable, he always gets what he
" wants." We are reproducing below the obituary
notice published by 77z« Tb'zzzes on August 4th: —

Born in 1861, Charles Edwin Musgrave was the
eldest son of E. G. Musgrave, of Stotfold. in Bedford-
shire. Beginning life as a journalist, he entered the
service of the London Chamber of Commerce in 1882,
becoming assistant secretary in 1884 and secretary in
1909. Musgrave took his work with whole-hearted]
sincerity. He lived for it, and was largely responsible
for the immense progress made by the Chamber in
importance and influence during his secretaryship. A
most able organizer, he also found time to arrange
the congresses of the Chambers of Commerce of the
Empire, and to do the work of the Imperial Council
of Commerce. Musgrave was known to Chamber of
Commerce men all oyer the world. His tact, was
never failing, his skill in reconciling apparently ir-
reconcilable opinions and drafting resolutions that united
men who had been bitter opponents was almost un-
canny. Musgrave was in many respects the model
secretary; he never forgot the little courtesies due to
strangers, and never failed to remind Jhis chairmen of
all that was expected of them. After a long experience
as secretary to many presidents, he became, in 1921-
22, president of many secretaries, for in that year he
reached the chair of the Chartered Institute of Secre-
taries.

' It would be impossible to record here all the posts
that he filled, but mention must be made of the
remarkable service rendered by hint during the war.
He devoted himself cheerfully to the most exacting;
ana tedious work. His scrupulous accuracy and his
detailed knowledge of the ramifications of trade were
invaluable; his advice was sought by all, but his help
was given as readily to the humblest member of the '

Chamber as to the highest officers of • the State.
Foreign Governments had showered honours upon him.
but, though he highly appreciated the tribute thus paid
to his efforts, his innate modesty, no less than his
intense patriotism, made him extremely reluctant to
wear foreign decorations to which he was entitled.

In public life Musgrave was precise and inclined,
perhaps, to be a little formal, but to his friends he
could unbend and become a most delightful companion.
Fie had a retentive memory, and often amazed those
who knew him best with the exactitude of his wonder-
ful wealth of information. He was a Freemason and
Master of his Lodge. His was not a nature subject
to rapid change; he was loyal to his friends, faithful
to his convictions, perhaps conservative in his mode
of life, but he had one great love that dominated his
life: he was whole-heartedly devoted to the London
Chamber of Commerce.
