SWISS BANK SPORTS.

On Saturday last the Swiss Bank Corporation
held their Annual Sports and Gala Day on their
ground at Preston Road, Wembley. The ground
had been very carefully prepared and well deco-
rated, consequently, the general effect was most
pleasing and the running conditions good, in spite
of heavy rain during the early afternoon. While
the events were being contested the sun shone, and
the spectators enjoyed a very pleasant afternoon.
The competitors put up some very creditable per-
formances, Mr. W. Schwendener being the out-
standing prizewinner, taking second in the 100 yds.,
first in the 220 yds., first in the Long Jump, and
;tieing in the High Jump with P. Way. The 100 yds.
and Mile races were both very finely contested,
(and were won respectively by A. Kurz and E. Dixon
by inches only. An interesting event was a

Departmental Mixed Relay Race (one lady and
three gentlemen), which provided good running
and an exciting finish. Children's and mixed
humorous events added to the entertainment.
After the prizes had been distributed by Mrs.
W. Richardson, many side-shows attracted the
visitors and furnished fun and amusement to all.
The proceedings ended with a dance on the lawns
to the music of the band, which was in attendance
during the afternoon and evening, and assisted by
the light of the illuminations. About 200 people
attended, which must be considered quite good in
view of the lateness of the season and the threaten-
ing weather.

THE NEW MOTOR ROUTES IN THE
GRISONS.

It is well known that by virtue of a law passed
in 1911 no motor-cars were allowed in the Grisons.
On July 1st of this year, however, the old law was
repealed and a new one passed, allowing access to

one of the most magnificent Alpine routes of Swit-
zerland. The new route cuts the Grisons from north
to south, with side routes to the important health
resorts of Davos, St. Moritz and Pontresina, as well
as affording connections over the Spliigen and Bern-
hardin to the St. Gotthard.

The law provides for a road network of about
200 miles, offering a magnificent panorama of the
mountains and valleys of the Grisons.

The first stage of the north to south route leads
from the well-known thermal spa of Ragaz, with the
celebrated gorge of the Tamina, via Coire (Chur)
to the health resort of Lenzerheide (4,845 ft.)
with its charming lake. Then it goes downwards
to the village of Lenz (where the motor-car route
diverges towards Davos) and Tiefencastel, at the
confluence of the Albula and Julia rivers.

Another road leads from Tiefencastel over the

Julier pass (7,500 ft.) into the Engadine as far as

Silvaplana (5,955 ft.), which forms the extremity
of the. Julier route. From Silvaplana there is a

road to St. Moritz.
One of the finest of the Engadine routes is that

of Silvaplana—Maloja, which runs along the upper
Engadine lakes and ends at Chiavenna, which is
the starting-point for the Spliigen route.
