The former, fed assidiously
by his inside man, Kebbell, did not stick to the ball
too long, and his high, fast centres gave Rufer and
Barbey every opportunity. Tobler played one of his
splendid games, placing good centres, but, more often
than not, cutting in on his own to finish with hard
shots right on the mark. One of his goals, near the
end of the game, was as good as any which the Bank
have put past a goalkeeper this season, his dribble
through from the half-way line being finished off with
a shot which travelled 25 yards and went like lightning
into the left-hand corner of the net.

The defence was good. Herzog played a charac-
teristic game (verb. sap.), and, generally speaking, the
A.S.A. forwards were pounced upon and robbed before
they had time to become a danger. Nevertheless, the
A.S.A. were keen right to the end, despite the score
piled against them, and any laxity on the part of the
Swiss defence was soon availed of and, on two occa-
sions, a goal was the result.
