Thanks to the spell of fine weather, the at ten-
dance at the shooting range at Hendon was most
encouraging. Practice went on without a break,
nearly three thousand rounds of ammunition being
fired, and this only on the 100-metre automatic
target. All those who bate attended regularly are
able to show a marked improvement in their scores.
The previous record, established by Master Teddy
Barbezat with 94 points (out of a possible 100),

Some members have
already acquired their own rifles, which is, of
course, most conducive to obtaining top results.
As regards the Swiss army rifles, a number have
been lent by the Military Department in Berne;

exclusive use should communicate at once with
the range officer-in-charge.
