Mit dem fortwährenden Wetteifern zwischen
der Lebenshaltung in Stadt und Land, zwischen
Bauer und Arbeiter fördert man vielleicht wohl
die berufliche Organisation, Klassengeist und
Klassengegensätze: aber es scheint uns auch,
cläss die Landflucht dadurch gefördert werde.
Alle Volkskreisc verfallen bei uns in den

gleichen Fehler. Wir sind wohl am 1. August, an
Schützenfesten, zu Sauserzeiten und in Plakaten
der Schweizerwoche ein einig Volk von Brüdern:
aber eine Volksschicht sitzt der andern auf, keine
ist bereit, über die Landesgrenzen hinaus zu
schauen und zu bekennen, wie weit besser es ihr
geht, als der entsprechenden in fast aller Welt.

Mit der Bauernschaft geht das bodenständigste
Element zurück, mit dem Rückgang der selbstän-
dig Erwerbenden die bodenständige Klasse über-
haupt. Auch hier ergibt sich aus der Volkszählung
1920 Bedenkliches. Einstweilen ist dieser Rück-
gang erst relativ. Im Jahre 1900 waren noch
21,6 Prozent aller Erwerbenden wirtschaftlich
selbständig, 1920 noch 19,7 — also weniger als
ein Fünftel. Aber schon ist die Zahl der mann-
liehen Selbständigen absolut im Rückgang be-
griffen. Wir gehören nun nicht zu jenen, die im
selbständigen Salbenkrämer ein gesellschaftlich
wertvolleres Individuum sehen, als im Lokomotiv-
führer, von dessen Aug und bland das Schicksal von
Tausenden abhängt. Aber wir müssen gestehen,
class nur dann diese Entwicklung ohne Gefahren
ist, wenn auch der unselbständig Erwerbende in
Zusammenhang mit der Gesellschaft und mit dem
Lande bleibt. Wir haben keinerlei Interesse am
Erstehen einer heute hier-, morgen dorthin ge-
worfenen zahlreichen Proletariermasse: wir müssen
eine Wirtschaftspolitik betreiben, welche die Er-
Haltung einer gesunden und wenigstens relativ ho-
denständigen Arbeiterschaft sichert. In das Pro-

gramm einer Wirtschaftspolitik gehört das klare
Bekenntnis: Förderung der industriellen Produktion
und des Exportes um den Preis einer halb ver-
elenrieten Arbeiterschaft darf es nicht geben.

SWISS BANK FOOTBALL CLUB.

FIRST ELEVEN.
The 1st XI commenced their League programme

on Saturday last with a meritorious victory at the
expense of the Affiliated South American Banks by
3 goals to nil, on the latter's ground at Teddington,.

In keeping with the usual run of Saturdays lately
(last Saturday being no exception! the game opened
in a downpour of rain, thus causing good football
to be out of the question to a certain extent.

Nevertheless, in spite of the depressing and wretched
conditions, the Bank team showed its worth and proved
that this season it will be a force to reckon with,
and although it is early yet to hazard an opinion
on the championship question, it will come as a great
surprise to those who have had the good fortune to
witness the recent displays of the team, if the name
of the Swiss Bank does not appear in company with
the leaders.

Kicking off on a rain-socklened pitch, the Bank
forwards made one of their characteristic fast dashes
down the field, the ball being passed from toe to toe
up to within a few yards of the opponents' goal,

when Schwendener finished the movement with a shot
that gave the opposing keeper no earthly chance.

Spirited by this early success (it is becoming usual
for the Bnak to be one up in the first five minutes 5,

the Bank monopolised the game, and shots were
rained on the opposing goal, the latter having some
miraculous escapes. This state of affairs could not
possibly last, and eventually Gourbach, receiving the
ball in his stride, smashed in a shot which the goal-
keeper did not attempt to save.

The Bank pressure began to ease off, and the
A.S.A. took a hand in the game and with some well-
timed rushes took the ball up to the Bank goal, for
Hochuli to bring off a. during and wonderful save at
the expense of a fruitless corner; the A.S.A. still con-
tinuecl to press their attacks, and but for the sureness
of the Bank defence they must have scored. The
defence, howèver, was particularly safe and would not
capitulate, and after a period of sustained attacks the
Bank forwards went raiding once again. The interval
came, with the Bank still attacking.

Resuming, me Bank again raided the opponents'
territory, but were repulsed, and Gourbach was hurt,
necessitating his taking the outside-left berth, and
Holton taking the centre-forward position. Time and
again the A.S.A. attempted to pierce the Bank defence,
but in every turn were frustrated, the halves, backs
and goalkeeper surpassing themselves in their respec-
tive positions.

Although leading by two clear goals, the issue was
still doubtful, until Dr. Rufer settled the result with a
shot from a range of 30 yards that would have been
the envy of many a professional. Holton. receiving
the ball on the half-way line and in perfect combina-
tion with Dr. Rufer, worked down within 30 yards
of the goal for Dr. Rufer to make the final score 3—0
with a really first-class brilliant shot.

It .would be interesting to note that this is the
first time for three years that the Bank team has
emerged victorious from the'r contests with the A.S.A.,
the sole reason being that the Bank team was un-
doubtedly the better, the forwards presenting a virile
attacking force and the defence resolute. No special
praise can be meted out to any individual, each member
fulfilling his duties admirably and the whole team
working in conjunction and harmony, suggestive of a
smooth, well-oiled machine. Let us hope that no injury
will dislocate the machinery.

SECOND ELEVEN.
The Swiss Bank 2nd XI suffered a second League

More wretched conditions for football could hardly
be imagined, and it goes without saying that good
play was well nigh impossible on a pitch ankle-deep
in mud and with a greasy ball.

The game was very keenlv contested, and the
C.édit Lyonnais deserved their victory, although hardly
by such a margin as three clear goals. The slippery
goalmouth was resposible for at least two of the
occasions when the Swiss goalie was beaten.

• The marked fault on the side of the losers was
undoubtedly the forward string, which wäll have to
become more effective if matches are to be won.
The best defence, is often attack, and if the forwards
are not virile, and forcing, the halves are compelled
to resolve lhei.is.elves soiHy. into a .defensive force,
and a# robbed of their undoubted prerogative to
become attackers as well as defenders.

All the members of the Swiss defence played stal-
wartly, but their forwards lacked force and initiative.
Hillebrand was always in his place, a fact which was
appreciated by the left half, but was not made use of
by the inside forwards. This man centres beautifully,
but needs to speed up his game. Chapot, at the
pivot, appears to be still unaccustomed to English
tactics, but it is clear that he can distribute the ball
and should turn out an acquisition. He needs shooting
power, and, also, a friend should whisper in his ear
that it is permitted to charge the goalkeeper in Eng-
land. Tobler, on the extreme right, evidently soon
became "fed up with starvation", (as an Irishman
might say), for he came in closer, which probably
explains why some of his shots were wide of the
left-hand post. Those in authority should give their
earnest attention to providing Tobler with a regular
inside partner who will work with him. Such an
arrangement would soon justify itself.

Still, there is no need to despond. I repeat my
assertion of last week: The Swiss seconds will soon
prove their ability to win matches.
