SWISS BANK FOOTBALL CLUB.

FIRST ELEVEN.

The Bank 1st XI achicved a wonderful per-
formance on Saturday last, by defeating Barclay’s
“A” team (a team in a division higher than the
Bank’s division) by 2 goals to 1 at Norbury in the
second round of the A.F.A. Minor Cup, after
extra time.

It was a hard, gruelling game, ficrcely and
cleanly contested by both teams, and played at a
surprisingly fast pace; stamina, told, however, and
the Bank XI were able to hold out the full two
hours and prove themselves slightly superior to
their opponents.

From the kick-oft the ball was rushed from
end to end, both goalkecpers being tested in turn
and some very clever play by both teams was
witnessed by the many spectators and supporters.
After about 20 minutes’ play, Barclay’s left winger
tore down the field to put acrass a fine centre, which
Hochuli brilliantly intercepted, but could not hold,
and the inside forward, who had followed up,
smashed the ball into the net whilst Hochuli was
endeavouring to regain his feet.

Eventually Quaife, receiving the ball at the
half-way line, dashed down the field at a terrific
pace, forcing his way througly the defence, and
lobbed the ball over the advancing keeper’s head,
to bring the scores level.

Thus right up to time was the game played,
not one of the twenty-two players sparing them-
selves in their eflorts for their respective sides.
The result at the end of the stipulated time was
a draw 1—1, and it was decided to play extra
time. .

From that moment until the finish the Bank
adopted defensive tactics, and the defence, playing
brilliantly, kept its charge intact, the Bank thus
qualifying for the third round, at the same time
retaining its unbeaten certificate.

This success was due to the fact that the Bank
XI lasted Dbetter than Barclay’s XI, in addition to
the resolute display of the defence, which was
sound in every department.  Much praise is due
to this section of the team.

Saturday’s game was the last one for Dr. Rufer,
the centre-half, who leaves to take up a post in
Ttaly. Tlis departure will be keenly felt by the
team, as he has proved a tower of strength in
the important position of centre-half, and his play
at times has been that of a football genius.  For
the past three years he has served the Bank 1st XI
in that position, and as a tribute and a token of
appreciation for his services ht was unanimously
made captain of the team for Saturday’s important
match, and the success of the team must have
proved very gratifying to him.

Next week the 1st XI are away to Barclay’s
“B” team, on the latter’s ground at Ealing.

SECOND ELEVEN.

The Swiss Bank 2nd X1 and Banque Belge
2nd XTI shared the points at Perivale on Saturday
last, each side scoring three times.

The match was possibly the best which the
Swiss team has had so far this scason, play being
fast and keen and the sides pretty well balanced.
The Swiss played ten men only, Chapot being
unfit, but their opponents were also a man short,
which neutralised the loss.

Tobler, at outside right, was fed assiduously by
Watson and proved a big worry to the enemy.
His shots were hard and true, and on one occasion,
after about twenty minutes’ play, he actually scored,
but the referce did- not reply to the appeal.  The
ball was well over the goal-line, however, which
the referee would have seen had he been closer.
At any rate, soon after Tobler centred, and Ritz-
mann netted the ball. A disappointment
to the Swiss followed immediately after, for the
B.B. equalised from a penalty | given for
“hands 7 in the fatal arca.

The score remained one all till half-time, but
the Swiss struck a bad patch when play was re-
sumed. They were keeping the ball well in the
B.B. half, but on two occasions, within five
minutes of cach other, the opposing inside right
gained possession on the half-way line and raced
to goal, with nobody to stop him (bar the un-
lucky goalkeeper) to score, ol course.  The Swiss
defence closed in, and the opposing forward re-
ferred to found it difficult to make further spec-
tacular runs of such a nature.  He got loose once
more and looked like scoring again, but Steiner
(I believe it was) had no mercy on him, and,
robbed at the last second of the chance of doing
the hat trick, the sprinter retired into oblivion.

Still, the damage was done, and the Swiss
were two goals down, with time very short.  Nev
theless, before long a good reply was made, for,
after a prolonged attack, Steiner cventually re-
ceived the ball and made no mistake in netting it.
Play was again forced into the B.B. hall, and
their goal had some narrow cscapes.  Tobler did
not tire, and his opponents could not stop a series
of quick rushes, which spelt danger every time.
The inevitable result soon came, and the Swiss
drew level. Time only saved the B.B. from defeat.

Next week the Swiss Bank 2nd XI are out to
avenge themselves on the Crédit Lyonnais, on the
latter’s ground at Strcatham Hill. * Specraror.”

J. R. GOETZ. t

The London Swis: Colonv lost another
notable memher by the death of Mr.
J. R. Goetz (81) on the 24th October at
14, St. John’s Park, N.19.

Mr. Coetz was born in Piemont and
was brought to Basle when still a very
voung child.  He in 1871 Miss
Elise Winzenried, ol Basle, afterwards
coming to this country. His house at 19,
Buckingham Streat soon became a wekly
rendez-vous where all  Swiss, voung and
old, had a hearty welcome, Mrs. Goetz
being a very attentive hostess.
~ Mr. Goetz was a member of the City
Swiss Club (1871-1898) and its Pre:ident
in 1876. He took a most active part to
the last in all Swiss matters of the Colony,
such as fétes, excursions, social gatherings,
of which he was often one of the chicf
organisers.  As singing master he was pre-
sented with a silver cup by the C.S.C.
The most important event was the Rich-
mond féte of 1891, and its great success
was to a large extent due to his activities.
Mr. Goetz made many smaller inventions,
but above all he had great artistic talent,
to which a good number of his sketches
of country scenes tostify.  Mr. Goetz was
an active member of the League of Nations
Union and of the Nouvelle Société Hel-
vétique, being elected a Committee mom-
ber, and wrote a complete study of the
“Zones " question.  Mr. Goctz had strong
convictions, which he would defend against
all odds.

Before the cremation on October 27th
Pasteur Hoflmann-de Visme held at the
ho! a short, but very impressiv con-
solatory service, and also a ser at
Golders Green.  Mr. Geilinger, as his
oldest friend, then svoke of Mr. Goetz’s
merits and activities in the Swiss Colony,
as indicated above, not forgetting his ad-
ventures and frequent narrow escapes as
a Swiss Legation Courier during the w

There were also present Mr. and Mrs,
Blackett (son-in-law and daughter, Dai
Madame Hoffmann, Mrs. Tinsler, Mrs.
Rischnitz, Mrs. Bossard, Messrs. Matzin-
ger, Forrer, Rudin, Bihrer, Ritter, Steiger,
Schmid, Bossard, and Miiller.

Mr. Goetz has always been an ardent
Church worker, and as such was loved
and well known.

A great number of beautiful wreaths
testified to the affection and esteem of
his many friends, and he will be well
remembered in the Colony.
