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CHARITY CONCERT ‘PRO SOMEO!’

In a true spirit of confraternity and patriotism,
and moved by the sad plight in which the entire
Ticinese village of Somco had been, through a
recent cataciysm, precipitated from happiness into
sorrow, and from prosperity into poverty, the
Unione Ticinese and the Schweizerbund organised
together a Charity Concert, followed by a dance,
which took place on December 4th in the Club
rooms at Charlotte Street. On the carefully com-
piled programme were Swiss airs (Mrs. Aebersold
and Mr. Stoll), English and Italian songs (Miss
Mannig and Mr. Sandoni), and a seclection from
the rich repertoire of the Swiss Choral Society,
who, under the brilliant leadership of Professor
Rodolphe Gaillard, reaped great success with their
lovely songs. Great fun and merriment was caused
by a very clever Neapolitan Trio (Signora De Siro,
Signorina Brambilla, Signor Fama), and the Ttalian
sketch “O bere od aflogare ” was a source of great
enjoyment to the audience.  The amateur actors,
Bignor Poli, Signor Santini, played with ‘brio” and
great realism.  But we wish to congratulate espe-
cially Signorina G. Maccanti, who played delight-
fully and with charming juvenile sentiment the
role of Beatrice.  The triumphant “babbo ™ was,
for that evening at least, a jolly lucky fellow!

One of our compatriots, Mr. Oscar Biihrer, of
Schaffhausen, having heard of the initiative of the
Schweizerbund and the Unione Ticinese, had the
generous inspiration of helping his stricken fellow-
countrymen of Ticino, and of doing his “bit”
for them, by giving a demonstration on the Alsatian
wolf-dog breed. Mr. Biihrer is the well-known
trainer and breeder  who owns the Wolfswood
Kennels, of Florence Terrace, Kingsvale, and his
training enjoys a great reputation among Alsatian
dog connoisseurs. There was a real sensation ca sed
when he led on the stage his beautiful Alsatian,
Blrdo von Winterberg, a powerful dog weighing
87 1bs., and who proved to be the perfection of
obedience, courage, intelligence and fidelity to duty.
He obeyed command in Schwyzerdiitsch and in
English, guarded an object during the absence of
his master, and refused food from strangers. A
real drama was staged when suddenly a young girl
fvas attacked by a “ruffian.”” As quick as lightning,
Blido came to her rescue and stood revolver-fire
unflinchingly.  The “villain” having been  (for
the purpose of the demonstration only, as, in fact,
as matters were, he would have had no chance to
move an inch) allowed to escape, Blido scented a
dropped handkerchief, followed the “murderer’s ™
track and found him hidden in some dark corner
of the Club. The dog having been removed once
more, Blido spotted again the * hooligan,” who had
dissimulated himself among the crowd.

We wish to express our sincerest thanks to Mr.
Biihrer for his generosity which led him to walk,
with his “charge,” from and to Kingsvale espe-
cially for this demonstration. e was heartily
congratulated  for his wonderful achicvements,
which positively thrilled the audicence.

Blido is a Swiss dog, who won a great name
for himself in the Tnternational Police-Dog Trials
of Zurich in 1921. On that occasion, one ol the
paramount Swiss experts of the breed, Mr. Rahm,
of Wohlen, Aargau, had said of him: *In Form,
Proportion, Kraft and Ausdruck verspricht dieser
Blido erstklassig zu werden.  Wenn cinmal fertig
entwickelt, kann dieser Riide zu den besten Riiden
unserer Schweizerzucht gezihlt werden.  Ir ist von
jenem Schlage, den man von einem Zuchtriiden er-
wartet, chen jener Typus, den man sucht und selten
findet.  Er ist ein Schiiferhund durch und durch.”

Those who know the international reputation of
Mr. Rahm as an expert will fully appreciate what
his judgment means.  Blido is now * fertig ent
wickelt,” and Swiss Amateurs will always find a
patriotic welcome at Kingsvale if the pay a visit
to “ Blido von Winterherg.” His pedigree shows
as many blue-blooded names as are contained in
the Magna Charta, and his name is followed by
more letters than one would expect to find on the
card of an A.D.C. to the Chief of the General Stafl
or of a Philadelphia dentist!

We should like to add that the members of the

The peculiar notions of archi-
tecture exhibited in the plans for this colossal
building have aroused protests from all those to
whom the natural beauties ol our country are sacred.
A special committee has been formed, with Dr.
G. Boerlin, from the “ Heimatschutz ™ association,
as president, and our old friend, II. Stucki, is
very anxious that those in the London Colony who
still preserve a love for the scenery of the old
country, should actively assist these disinterested
elforts by protesting against what is generally con-
sidered a desecration.  Petitions have alreadv beeor
presented to the National and States Councils and
the cantonal authorities ol Solothurn, and it inter
ested readers will contribute by sending their pro-
tests to the Basle or Solothurn papers for publica-
tion, the movement cannot fail to bring about
the desired result.

HENRY BACHOFEN.

It was a grievaus duty that awaited a
small band of fourteen of the Swiss Choral
Society, and others. when on Wednesday,
the 2rd of December, thev accompanied
their well-heloved friend, Henry Bachofen,
on his last pilgrimage on carth, and saw
him laid to rest for ever in the cemetery
at Richmond.

Mr. Bachofen died after a short, severe
illness from  pnenmonia, quite unexpec-
tedly, on the 28th November, in his 30th
year. There are few in the Colony whe
did not know Mr. Bachofen, the robust
champion wrestler, only a few short weeks
ago the picture of health and the perfect
embodiment of physical manhood, and few
there are-=—and none of his fellow-members
of the Choir—who did not value him as a
dear {riend, while holding him in the
highest esteem for  his  straightness of
character, his frankness, and his irrepress-
ible, almost enviable, good humour.

Sad was our mission that December
morning, when his remains were lowered
into forcign soil, far away from the
*“heimatlichen Erde ” which he loved so
much. The Choir rendered Uhland’s ¢ Die
Kapelle ” by the graveside.

Mr. Bachofen will long live in the
memory of all who knew him. We grie-
vously deplore the loss of a valued friend,
and our sincere sympathies are with his
relatives, particularly his bereaved voung
wite and his two-year-old child.
