PEASANT ART IN SWITZERLAND.

This is the title of a volume which, it is ex-
pected, wily be ready for sale in the early spring.
It will be published in English and Erench (scpa-
rately), and its compilation is the work of no less
an authority than Monsieur Baud-Body, the Presi-
dent of the Federal Commission of Fine Arts and
of the Commission of Applied Arts. The book
will contain about 240 pages, 152 pages of which
are covered by black-and-white illustrations, apart

from 17 plates in colours or sepia. It deals with all
the aspects of Swiss peasant art and architecture, and
its wide scope will include wood-work, furniture,
costume, textiles, metal-work, glus.\\\'urc and pottery.
It will draw the attention of the reader to the many
treasures distributed over Switzerland, and direct
the student to the various centres where these art
objects are exhibited.

The volume is published by * The Studio, Ltd.”,
of 44, Leicester Square, W.C.2, which for a con-
siderable number ol years has specialised in fine-art
productions, and has been responsible for a series
of similar books, dealing with other countries.
Apart from the libraries, this volume will find a
place in the reading-rooms of large hotels, clubs,
ocean-going passenger steamers in all parts of the
world, etc.

As the book constitutes a first-class advertising
medium, it is intended to include a limited number
ol selected advertisements.

EXTRACTS FROM SWISS PAPERS.

Notre représentation extérieure. — Le Bulletin de
la- Nouvelle Société Helvétique, de novembre-dé-
cembre, contient le rapport présenté a assemblée
générale de la société sur “la représentation ex-
térieure de la Suisse ” par M. Georges Wagnitre.

Notre distingu¢ ministre 2 Rome expose, dans
cette étude, les origines de nos légations et de nos
consulats et signale les critiques que notre représen-
tation extérieure rencontre dans 1’accomplissement
de sa tiche. M. Wagnitre établit avec autorité le
caractere des relations de la Suisse avec les pays
étrangers et marque aussi les conceptions, différentes
de celles de la Suisse, qu'ont les autres nations en
ce qui concerna leurs poprdaentation dinlomatiaue,

Les iiitéréts politiques et économiques sont sot-
vent méconnus par ceux qui voudraient voir la Suisse
sans agents a I’étranger; ils oublient que, toute
proportion gardée, la Suisse est le pays de plus
forte production de I"Europe et qu’elle doit écouler
ses marchandises; ’autre part, elle est la cliente
importante de nombre ’Etats puisqu’elle doit im-
porter une quantité considérable de maticres pre-
micres. *“ Llle est, & cette heure, le marché le plus
important de Italic.” A la veille de la guerre,
elle achetait & la France cing fois plus de marchan-
dises que la Russie.  Elle vend & I’Angleterre pour
350 millions de marchandises par an, ce qui n’est
pas le cas de bien des pays d’entre les plus vastes.

Mazzini prétendait que les Suisses avaient ‘unc
tendance a ne rien prévoir. A lire le compte-rendu
de certaines délibérations de notre Parlement, il
semble que Pillustre Ttalien ait, aujourd’hui encore,
raison.  Notre diplomatic, nos diplomates ne sont
point assez soutenus par les Chambres qui n’appré-
cient pas assez leur role.

Celui-ci est immense; il est délicat. Pour le
remplir il faut un désintéressement d’autant plus
grand qu’aucun des postes diplomatiques suisses
n’enrichit et que plusieurs d’entre eux coltent &
ceux qui les remplissent; il faut aussi un patriotisme
ardent parce que les fonctions des carrieres diplo-
matiques et consulaires doivent manifester sur la
terrc étrangtre la grandeur morale et la puissance
de travail de tout un peuple dont la reconnaissance
pour ses scrviteurs les plus dévoués ne sera jamais
égale aux services qu'ils lui rendent.

La population de Geneve. — ‘Le rccensement de
1922 a accusé, pour la Ville, une diminution de
2,585 habitants sur le chifire de 1921 (1921:
58,723; 1922: 56,128). Cette population se ré-
partit entre 16,018 Genevois (16,821 en 1921),
37,317 Confédérés (38,538) et 16,821 étrangers
(18,185).  Classés par nationalités, les étrangers
les plus nombreux sont les Francais: 7,963 (8,657
en 1921), les Italiens: 5,448 (5,821) et les Alle-
mands: 1,213 (1,385). L’exode de la population
étrangere a été di en partie au choémage, en partie
4 la faiblesse des changes.  Nombre d’étrangers
aisés qui vivaient largement ici de leurs revenus
n‘ont pu maaintenir leur train de maison, et sont
retournés dans leur pays d’origine.
