Aber secine Leser, die Schweizer des ausgehenden
Jahrhunderts, sahen in der Geschichte — und ge-
rade damals, als sie begannen, sich aus jahrhunderte-
langer Degeneration herauszuarbeiten — in erster
Linie den kraftspendenden Mythus. Sich begeistern
wollten sic an ihren Vorfahren, deren Tugenden,
deren Heldentum brauchten sie als Vorbild, dem
sie in Zukunft nacheifern konnten. Man durfte von
den Urnern nicht erwarten, dass sie dex Mann als
eine Erfindung preisgaben, der am Anfange ihrer
staatlichen Existenz stand, dessen Gestalt ihnen in
den Wirren der Franzosenzcit die Stirke und den
Mut gab, auszuhalten. Gerade damals brauchte
die Schweiz alle Glut, die sie aus ihrem Mythus
schépfen konnte. Drum musste die kritische Sonde
in Miillers Hand mit Sorgfalt gefiihrt werden, Frei-
lich, personlich glaubte er nicht mehr an den Tell.

DALCROZE EURHYTHMICS.

What are Eurhythmics ? ana of what use are
they ? A complete s.oe guedtions was
given at the Princes Theatre, on 1‘11(1(1\/ last, tg a
well-filled house in a Lecture-Demonstration by
Mons. Jaques-Dalcroze, assisted by Miss Gertrude
Ingham and Miss Mona Swann. The demonstrators
were some twenty or thirty girls from Moira Housc
School, Eastbourne.

Thc children had not been specially drilled
for the occasion, and what we witnessed with such
interest was just' an ordinary lesson, as held twice
weckly at their school.

Dressed in loose, russet-brown tunic dresses,
and barefooted, they soon initiated us into the
method by which they are trained to develop facul-
ties natural to the born musician. Control and
interpretation come quite naturally to the pupils
trained to the rhythmic sense.  Most of us instinc-
tively respond by some kind of bodily movement
to musical stimulus, usually limited to tapping with
‘the feet, or beating time with hands or wagging
heads, to a stirring march or dreamy waltz. But
these pupils, in a manner most charmingly grace-
ful, use their whole bodies, controlling them and
interpreting the music with e\tl'lor(hmu) ingenuity.

In the exercises, time is indicated by movements
of the arms, there being distinct movements to show
time from 2-4 to 12-4: while the actual notes, their

answer tn

lergth, grouping, etc., are shown by movements
of the lower limbs. As a rhythm is played, the

children realise it, i.e., express it by a series of
graceful physical movements.

The programme also included Language Eurhyth-
mics, wherein the children blythely danced them-
SelVCs through English grammar, which method is
a fundamental part “of the curriculum at their school,
and was founded upon Mons. Dalcroze’s original
method.

The children first punctuated, and then parsed,
the nursery rhyme * Little Tommy Tittlemouse”
by chanting and dancing, in a way both interesting
and amusing. We w ished we could have mastered
grammar so plcd%antly during our own schooldays.

Mons. Emile  Jaques-Dalcroze  originated his
method when Professor of Harmony at the Geneva
Conservatoire. It is now being taught at a great
many schools in this country. Undoubtedly it has
wonderful possibilities, not only in music and
speech, but other forms of education and art. In-
cidentally, it has provided a new profession for
women.
