Several matters of vital interest to Swiss living
abroad were raised and peremptorily disposed of
in the National Council on Tuesday and Wednesday
(June 16th and 17th). Councillor Meyer (Zurich,
Liberal) protested against the disregard of inter-
national treaties displaved by the belligerent Powers
in refusing to indemnify Swiss war sufferers.  Coun-
cillor Billieux (Berne, Liberal) insisted that the
Confederation had been too parsimonious in grant-
mg relief, and especially referred to the Swiss in
Alsace-Lorraine, who even now remained deprived
of the most tools and implements in
order to recommence their former vocations. In
reply, Federal Councillor Motta stated that none
of the concerned admitted the right
to a claim for compensation and that, inasmuch
as the Swiss Chambers had voted general bounties
under certain conditions, it
administer the funds so placed at their disposal
for the special benefit of a particular group. -—
Councillor Vigizzi (Ticino, Liberal) warmly advo-
cated a previous proposal which aimed at aflording
Swiss residing abroad the opportunity of recording
their matters Federal, the

"The National Council voted on Friday (June 19)
the nccessary credit of 16.5 million Iranes for
introducing  the much-discussed  light machine-gun
into the Swiss army.

De ce
nombre, 685 sont malades, au service militaire ou
excusés.

And, above all, the appalling spectacle of the
Big Powers of Europe rushing towards Military
Pacts, reviving the diplomacy which led to 1914,
preparing fresh agonies, fresh graves for the com-
ing generations.

Gone is the beautiful élan which ex-President
Wilson’s wonderful message produced towards the
end of the Great War,  Gone is that feeling, then
evident in all classes, that wars are stupid, that
wars must cease, that wars lead to destruction
only, and that Humanity must find other means
ol scttling its periodically occurring differences.

[nstead of that spirit of Brotherhood, we sce
to-day open incitements to new wars, or at least
preparations for such, and—such is the power of
the Press—we are already now in grave danger of
succumbing to pre-war fatalistic helplessness - of
spirit, which makes us accept all these preparations
for our Doom meckly and as something absolutely
imevitable.
