as an economic unit, is well illustrated by estimates
recently put forward, showing that the total capital
invested in electric power stations is well over
one milliard francs. In 1922 it was computed that
there were completed in the country 83 such
stations, representing a capital value of 918 million
francs.  The important additions which have been
made to the available plant since that date are
well known, embracing as they do the Chancy-
Pougny works, Wacggital, Illsee-Turtmann, Davos-
ITlosters and Vernayaz, which are all more or less
completed.

On the Federal Railways no
electric  locomotives are now in commission, of
which 124 are express passenger engines, capable
of a speed of 90 kilometres an hour (or something
over b6 miles p.h.).

At a Board Meeting of the Directors of Brown.
Boveri & Cie., held in Baden on the 18th June,
it was decided to recommend pavment of a divi-
ded of 6 per cent. and to allocate Frs. 500,000
to reserves. This result may be regarded as highly
satisfactory in view of the fact that last year the
directors were obliged to pass the dividend entirely.

The Federal Council have decided to release
the export of Swiss cheese and milk, which has
hitherto been in the hands of the Schweizerische
Kise-Union.  As from the 31st of July any person
desiring to export cheese and similar products will
be entirely free to do so, without the necessity of
passing through the medium of the * Union.”

M. GAILLARD’S CONCERT.

Considering the warmth of the evening, onc
had expected to find a smaller audience than that
which filled the Mortimer Hall on Tuesday last
on the occasion of Mr. Rodolphe Gaillard’s recital.
For those who ventured, however, ample recom-
pense was forthcoming in a programme chosen
to exemplify Mr. Gaillard’s remarkable versatility.

His voice, although inclined to be of robust
timbre, is well controlled. His clear sense of the
melodic line stood him in good stead in his Bach
excerpts, whilst in a Russian group his commend-
able sense of tonal values enabled him to express
admirably the varied colouring typical of this
school.

In a Mozart operatic group and some French
excerpts he was joined by Miss Marga Stella, who
possesses a flexible soprano voice \\hl(ll if some-
what light in character, is of excellent quality.
Unfortundtely, she sometimes appeared to be a
little overshadowed, particularly in the Mozart,
by the fuller tone of Mr. Gaillard, which rendered
the ensemble a little out of proportion.

Miss Sylvia de Gay, whom on another occasion
we should like to hear as soloist, played sundry
violin obligati, and Miss Irina Meyrick, who pre-
sided at the piano, accompanied in a manner which
left nothing further to be desired.
