Distinction exists even in shop windows, espe-
cially at drapers, among the tickets and labels.
“ Latest Fashion,” “Very Choice,” or even the
French “Le Beau Monde” are much more distin-
guished than the more modest ones, such as “ Good
Value ” or *“Cheap.” Of the French labels, a
suburban shopkeeper, complacently surveying his
window exhibition, said: * Well, if these bits of
French don’t fetch ’em I don’t know my Brixton.”
There is so much- human in all these little
everyday things. Many of the amusing features
which Mr. Atkinson pointed out had perhaps
escaped our notice so far, others squared with our
own experience. If we look at them with open
eyes and a ser of humour, we shall probably
~pend many more merry hours obtained from our
own observation, whereas this time the humour
of our streets was presented to us by Mr. Atkinson
ju a most witty and entertaining manner.

Let it be said at once that if the orchestra is
to reach the final goal, it is necessary that new
recruits should come forward and assist in the
department for which they are suited. Readers of

the S.0. unable to take an active part themselves
can show their interest by encouraging any lady
or gentleman artist of their acquaintance to join

the orchestra. To attend a rehearsal once a week
for"a few months should be within the powers
of any amateur musician who loves his art. By
joining, he will find there his own pleasure, and
many will be his opportunities to enjoy the satis-
faction of sharing in the tribute which the Swiss
Colony never fails to pay generously to the achicve-
ments of the orchestra when the latter appears in
public.  As to the gentlemen whose absence lately
has been justified by domestic or other duties, we
believe that at headquarters their reappearance and
valued co-operation will be particularly welcome.
