The following is an extract from a message
of the Swiss Federal Council in the * Journat de
Gendve T relative 1o the new Swiss Customs tarifi:
“We do not believe that Switzerland  has
reason to abundon to-day a Customs and trade
policy which has proved successful.  She  has
always been fundamentally Free Trade.  She
cannot, however, in the middle of a Protectionist
urope, practise a trade policy of isolation and
remain passive, while imported which
she is able-to produce, are inundating her terri-
tory, and her own exports arce held up by the
high Customs barriers of the foreigner.”

That any sane person, remembering  that  the
abolition of tolls and other hindrances to  free
interchange of commodities and to travel has given
