— As successor to A. von Steiger, who died
at the beginning of last month, Dr. Käslin has
been appointed Federal Chancellor; he was born
in 1871 in Aarau, studied law, and has been on
the of the Confederation since 1902,
having been promoted to the post of vice-chancellor
in 1919.

EXTRACTS FROM SWISS PAPERS.

La population du Canton da Soleure. — D'après
le dernierr recensement, fait en 1920, le canton
de Soleure compte 180,617 habitants. Il y a

cinquante ans, cette population était de 74,608
âmes, ce qui fait une augmentation de 56,009 per-
sonnes en un demi-siècle. L'excédent des femmes
est de 2,657.

Les étrangers atteignent 6,548 personnes. Us
sont plutôt en diminution.

Bien qu'étant le siège de l'évêché de Bâle et
de Soleure, on compte néanmoins 47,441 protestants
contre 81,989 catholiques; il y a en outre 168 juifs
et 1,024 personnes appartenant à d'autres con-
fessions. On compte dans le canton 2,621 per-
sonnes parlant français et 2,514 parlant italien.

D'après les professions, 59,368 personnes sont
classées dans la catégorie des artisans, soit plus
du 50«/o; 11,000 personnes sont occupés dans l'agri-
culture, 85,402 autres s'occupent d'industries et
7,329 de commerce et de transports.

Les industries à Berne. —Le Conseil communal
'de Berne a procédé à la discussion de l'interpella-
lion relative à l'émigration des industries bernoises.
M. Guggisberg, directeur des finances, fait observer
que les transferts de siège de sociétés n'ont pas
été plus nombreux à Berne qu'à Zurich ou à Bâle.
Sur 169 nouvelles fabriques créées en Suisse en
1924, 79 l'ont été dans le canton de Berne. En
ce qui concerne le coût de l'alimentation et de
l'habillement ainsi que des salaires, la différence
n'est guère très grande entre Berne et d'autres
villes suisses; c'est à Berne cependant que les
loyers sont les plus élevés. La loi cantonale est
responsable des impôts élevés et le mécontentement
qui existe contre les méthodes de taxation a été
causé principalement par les organes du canton.
Une prochaine réduction d'impôt est envisagée pour
la ville et le canton de Berne. Si le loi d'impôt
revisée est rejetée dans la votation qui aura lieu
cette année, la ville de Berne procédera d'elle-
même à une réduction du taux de l'impôt. Des
facilités pourront être accordées à l'industrie en
ce qui concerne l'acquisition de terrains à bon
marché.

La discussion a été reprise le soir par un exposé
de M. Grimm, directeur des Services industriels.

En définitive, le Conseil a reconnu que la situa-
tion des industries à Berne n'était pas si défavo-
rable qu'on l'a dit, et pris acte du vif désir qu'a
la municipalité d'agir de son mieux pour l'aîné-
liorer. (La AVaz/c.)

Switzerland and the Navigation on the
Rhine and the Rhone.

The Swiss soil cannot sustain more than a

quarter of the native population. It does not
supply the raw materials so essential to the highly
developed industry on which the nation's life de-

pends. Under these circumstances, and in presence
of the growth of international trade, it is of the
utmost importance for a country far removed from
the great centres of production and consumption,
to secure its economic independence by obtaining
free access to the sea.

Such free access can only be secured perma-
nently through a navigable way. In war time,
everv means of transport is seized upon in the

neighbouring belligerent countries for the purposes
of defence. In peace time, governments organize
themselves for the economic struggle, and make use

more and more of railways and railway tariffs as

a weapon and as an efficient means of coercion.
To these facts we may add the high and often

prohibitive price of long-distance transports of
heavy goods by rail and by roads, which are often
encumbered; it is therefore easy to understand
the present tendency in favour of inland navigation,
which had been put aside in Switzerland, about a

century ago, owing to the progress realized by the
railroads. It: is also obvious, especially after the

experience of the late world war, why such efforts
will continue as long as the country is not endowed
with fluvial ports, in as free communication with
the outer world as the harbours of Rotterdam,
Marseilles or Genoa.

Modern legislation ensures to every estate en-
closed on all sides a Iree access to the high road,
as well as the connection with the public pipe
lines, as being necessary for the improvement of
the estate. The treaties, which put an end to the
last war, have proclaimed the principle that in
the case of inland countries the same vital necessi-

ties create analogous rights. This amounts to up-
holding the right of free navigation on the Rhine
between the sea and Switzerland, as well as ensur-
ing the circulation of Swiss barges on the Rhone
when that river becomes navigable up to the
frontier.

The persevering efforts made in France towards:,
the complete navigability of the Rhone, the nego-
dations engaged between the governments of both
neighbouring republics, the vital and common in-
terest in the aim pursued, afford reasons to hope
that in no very distant future Geneva will become
the Mediterranean port of Switzerland, just as.

Basle became a Swiss harbour for the northern,
shipping traffic.

The advantages presented by a two-fold access
to the sea are a clear indication of its necessity.
The access to Marseilles opens for Switzerland a
direct communication with Africa, the Black Sea
and the Near East along a route which is less
liable than the Rhine to be blocked in case of
war, that is to say, when the water-way is most
needed.

In its issue for September, 1924, the Official
Bulletin of the Swiss Industrial Bureau gave a

brief account of the traffic at the port of Basle,
which amounted last year to nearly 300,000 tons,
and will continue to increase steadily and con-
siderably like that of the other harbours further
down on the Rhine. 18 per cent, of that traffic
represented Basle's quota, while 82 per cent
concerned the Swiss towns situated further up
on the river. This is an indication that the navi-
galion on the Rhine will not stop here, but will
extend further up through the construction of
hydraulic works to the Lake of Constance and up
to Brugg, the future central port of the Swiss
plateau and the starting point of the Gothard rail-
road. From Rotterdam to Brugg, the distance bv
water measures 910 km., from Marseilles to the
Swiss frontier there are 536 km. Between those
two water courses there is a distance of only
268 km., across Swiss territory, 1S9 of which are
already navigable, the remaining 129 km. to be
canalized. This latter section represents only Jo/o

of the whole distance from the North Sea to the
Mediterranean, by the Rhine and the Rhone
through Switzerland. The link which has thus to
be constructed will also give the most direct com-
munication between the Rhone and the Danube,
when, according to the German scheme, the Lake
of Constance will be connected with the latter
river, near Ulm, by a canal about 100 km. long.

The above plan shows the part to be played
by the Rhone - Rhine - Danube navigable system,
which France and Germany, each on her side, arc
actively elaborating. Owing to the high cost of
railway transport, Switzerland is exposed to certain
risks that are sufficiently well known. It is there-
