The Education Department arranges the Even-
ing Classes, Day Classes "and the Debating
Society. During the eight months from May
1st to December 31st, 1924, we have held 33
classes, with 229 students, mostly English and
Spanish, as well as all the other usual subjects.
Our best thanks are due to our teachers.

The Day Classes have proved an unprecedented
success; during the eight months under review
about 750 students have passed through our

“nursery,” as we might call it. The Head-

master, anyway, calls them his “boys and girls.”

All these children are nourished on Masterman-
