P. Tordera, intermingled with excellent concert
items, such as jodel songs by Mrs. B. Aebersold,
a fine rendering of Leoncavallo’s Pagliacci by Mr.
Silvestrelli, a high-class rendering of Liszt’s Rhap-
sodie No. 11 on the piano by Miss E. May, and
songs and good humour at the piano by Mr.
Dickson were greatly appreciated by a most enthu-
siastic audience, which left the premises fully
satisfied that they had witnessed one of the best
.entertainments the Swiss Gymnastic Society, London
had ever provided, and with the knowledge that
they had supported a good cause. As a result of
the evening the sum of £36 has been handed to
Mrs. Luethy and her children. Special support
has been given to achieve this fine result by the
staff of the TIlotel Metropole, the members and
committee of the Swiss Club Schweizerbund, Siviss
‘Sports Committee, Swiss Legation, Union Helvetia,
as well the friends and members of the Swiss
Gymnastic Society, London.

SWISS CHORAL SOCIETY.

ANNUAL CONCERT.

The Swiss Choral Society gave us a varied
programme last Friday, when they held their one
concert of the year. Though a very wet evening,
the Mortimer Hall was well filled, and the gather-
ing assumed quite a social aspect.

The choir’s opening numbers were * Morgen im
Walde ” (Hegar)—as refreshing as a ramble be-
fore breakfast—and *“’s Heiwehland,” both tuneful
and harmonious. We were now assured of a
pleasant evening, and accorded each succeeding
item ‘well-merited applause.

Swiss composers occupied a fair portion of
the programme, which was as it should be, and
were particularly well received. . The yodelling
song “Was heimelig syg,” by Ferd. Huber (St.
Gall), sung by the S.C.S. Double Quartette (yodel-
ler: A. Deubelbeiss), aroused enthusiasm and a
demand for “more,” and “ Am Briinnelein ” (Heinr.
Bungart) was also a popular number. ~For another
encore the quartette sang ““ Ritzen,” which set many
heads awagging, and many feet travelling, in fancy,
far beyond the walls of Mortimer Hall.

Other numbers by the choir were *Liberté”
(L. & Rod. Gaillard), Adieu, petite rose” (E.
TJaques-Dalcroze), “In der Fremde” and ““ The
Song of the Jolly Roger "—all of which did credit
to them and their able conductor, Mr. Rodolphe
Gaillard.

It seemed to me that the technique of the
choir had considerably improved since last year;
balance and expression were better, though per-
haps a trifle more restraint in the more delicate
passages might farther improve.

The choral items were interspersed with bari-
tone songs by Rod. Gaillard, ‘cello selections by
Miss Yvonne Morris, and piano solos by Miss
Irene Meyrick, who also played the accompani-
ments.  These artists all gave finished perfor-
mances, and supplied that element of variety neces-
sary to an evening of choral music by even the
best of choirs. R.D. M.
