Ein Reiseerlebnis, das zuerst grossen Verdruss be-
reitet, wird zur Quelle der höchsten Freude. Der zer-
streute Tondichter pflückt, ganz in Gedanken an ein
Jugenderlebnis versunken, im Parke des Grafen Schinz-
berg eine Pomeranze. Der Gärtner meldet den ver-
meintlichen Diebstahl seiner Herrschaft, die von der
zufälligen Gegenwart des berühmten Musikers hoch-
beglückt ist und ihn mit seiner Gattin in das Schloss
einladet, wo gerade die Nichte des Grafen, eine be-
geisterte Mozartverehrerin, ihre Verlobung feiert. Die
Gesellschaft verlebt mit dem unterhaltenden Musiker
und seiner liebenswürdigen Gattin einen herrlichen Tag.
