Sir,—With reference to what appeared in the
S.0. last year about the Adula Mountain chain
(Piz Walrhein) and its beautiful hut, built by the
S.A.C. Sezione Ticinese, intending visitors to
Switzerland will be pleased to note that photo-
graphs and other views of this picturesque district
will be on view in the show windows of the
Swiss Federal Railways, 11b, Regent Street, S.W.1,
from Monday next for a limited time. ]

I may repeat that the panorama and views
enjoyed from this particular cabane are simply
splendid. The newly-constructed hut is considered
the best of its kind in the Swiss Alps and offers
sleeping accommodation to 35 tourists, an English-
speaking caretaker being always in attendance. It
can be reached from Olivone at the foot of the
Greina Pass and the Lukmanier in the Val Blenio,

or from Dangio via Val Soja, also in the Blenio.
Olivone, a large village on an extensive plain,
offers itself as an admirable base for a series of
romantic excursions.
