Fhe abitrary decision of the Geneva treasnry
to enforce payment of taxes from Swiss nationals
in the employment of the League of Nations secre-
tariat and the International Labour Office has led
to an interesting dispute between the Federal
Council and the General Secretary of the Leagne
of Nations. According to Article 7 of the League
Pact the delegates of, and those engaged at, the
League of Nations enjoy immunity from Swiss
taxation; in the case of Swiss employees, the lafter
arc exempted from income tax. As the canton of
Geneva can ill afford to forfeit potential sources
of revenue, its treasury, disregarding the particular
covenant, has assessed the Swiss nationals for in-
come tax—a procedure which has brought an offi-
cial protest to Berne from the League secretary.
Correspondence and negotiations led to no prac-
tical result, and the League secretary gave notice
of his intention of submitting the dispute to the
[iiternational Court at The Hague, in response to
which the Federal Council ced to prevail
upon the Geneva authorities to fall in with the
views of the League

FROM SWITZERLAND.

The tenth Swiss Industries Fair, which is to
open in Basle on the 17th of the present month
and last until the 27th, promises to be a commer-
cial event of the greatest importance. The exhi-
bition can now for the first time be housed in
the newly rebuilt concrete permanent buildings,
which should offer even greater facilities to buyers
than were experienced in previous years. The
more settled political and economic conditions in
most parts of Europe should contribute to the
popularity of the fair, since many foreign buyers,
who have in recent years been practically debarred
from purchasing in the Swiss markets, will now
find that the products of Swiss industry are again
within the reach of their purses. The objects
and the scope of the Swiss Industries Fair arc
well known to all readers of our columns
need no detailed recapitulation.
