So let me then redeem
the promise which I gave recently, the promisy
to tell those of our young compatriots who are
still thirsting for knowledge where to find the
fountain at which they may assuage their intellec-
tual thirst.

I suppose that most of us are chiefly interested
in studies connected in one way or other with trade
and ‘bread-and-butter’ careers. As is to be ex-
pected, it is exactly in this branch of education
that here in London  great facilities are' offered.
Most of you will have seen the placards of the
L.C.C. Educational Department inviting people to

recognised College is necessary.
such a course varies between ‘3 and 4 years, but
here comes in the great advantage Londoners have.
All the courses for the above-mentioned subjects
are worked double.
mentioned degrees and subjects are worked in the
evening, so giving a man or woman who is de-

join the various courses bearing on such subjects
as. Accountancy, Auditing, Mathematics in general,
Fconomics and kindred sciences, ete. These courses
are’ open to almost anyone and are very cheap
when we consider that the teachers are in most
cases really iexperts in the particular line they teach.
It is: preferabie, however, to join such a course at
2 School or Polytechnic which is within the bor-
ough of the student’s domicile. Otherwise the
charges are sometimes increased. It is possible at
most of the L.C.C. Evening Schools and also
at all the Polytechnics to work an external student
for the qualifying examinations as Bachelor of Com-
merce, Science, Science  (Economis), Law, these
4ll being subjects which in some way have to do
with our trade or calling. - The examinations have,
of course, to he taken at one of the Colleges be-
longing to the University. One has to register
when starting the course. This has to be done at
the office of the Registrar (for External Degrees),
University Building, South Kensington, who, on
application, will send all particulars,

other Degree, would, however, be debarred from

pendent on his or her earnings the opportunity of
availing. themselves of the facilities for higher
education.

It wants some courage and determination, but
having worked it through it gives a feeling of
success, of power, and last but not least of satis-
faction. There are two colleges, especially, which
come in question for this line of study : The Lon-
don School of Economics and Political Science for
Fconomics, Statistics, Mercantile Law, Banking and
Journalism, and King’s College for Law in general.
The first-named college also houses a Library which
is very valuable for any student of Administration,
Economics and Political Science, and the Trustees
are ready to grant permission to use the Library
also to non-students, if the aoplicants are bona fide
Research Students and can ind a well-known per-
son or a lecturer of the University to introduce and
recommend them to the Director.

Now at all the Schools and. Colleges men-
tioned, as well as at others, it is always possible to
pursue only one small line of study, or one or two
special subjects.  While for any degree the appli-
cant has to bring a certificate of having passed the
London Matriculation, or other accepted examin-
ation, or failing this, has to sit for a preliminary
examination, in the case of partial study (as a so-
called ‘occasional student’) no ‘such qualification
is needed. So it is always possible to take, for in-
stance, the Law of Banking, or Higher Accoun-
tancy, or again, Banking and Currency, ete., and
so just fill up the gap in one’s knowledge.

The competition in all branches of trade and
in whatever vocation we choose, is daily becoming
more severe and only those who have, in addition
to practical experience, a good theoretical know-
ledge, will have the chance of getting a bit higher
than the average.

One could also mention the many possibilities
in the way of passing special examinations such as
that of the Institute of Bankers, of Chartered Sec-
retary or of Accountant, but all this is not very
interesting to read for our friends who have all
the knowledge they require, and T should advise
prospective students to write to me for more par-
ticulars,  Write to John Henry, c/o Swiss Obser-
ver, 23, Leonard Street, E.C.2., and state the line
of study you want to pursue. I shall be pleased
to hely anyone either by advice or by telling him

exactly where to get that advice.
