GOLF.

We are now in a position to give further de-
tails about this competition, which will be run on
the following lines :—

Owing to the fact that it would be extremely -

difficult, if not impossible, to arrange that all the
competitors should play on the same day and on the
same course, it has been decided that to get over
this difficulty partners who have been drawn to-
gether can arrange their own place and time. Out
of the four rounds of eighteen holes, two rounds
may be played on the course wherever the com-
petitor is a member. Partners can therefore ar-
range between themselves where to play. The scores
must be returned on the official cards of the course
on which the rounds are played, and the full handi-
cap will be deducted from the gross score and com-
pared with “bogey ” of that particular course.

Two rounds of eighteen holes each must be
played away from the competitor’s own club. The
competition is therefore in the nature of a stroke
competition against “bogey.” Local rules shall in
each case govern the play. Competitors must give
notice as to when and where they will play. It is
hoped that everybody interested will do their best
to swell the number of competitors, and it is re-
quested especially that entries should be forwarded
at once.

The fee suggested is 5s. provided the number
of competitors exceeds 30, 7s. 6d. if between 20 and
30 competitors, and 10s. if under 20 competitors.
