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NEW CONTINENTAL SERVICE.

The London Midland and Scottish Railway
Company announce that a new nightly steamship
service between Tilbury and Dunkirk was opened
on Sunday, May 15th. The steamers will be run
by the Angleterre-Lorraine-Alsace Company, and
the L.M.S. Company -have arranged to run restau-
rant express trains from the principal cities and
towns on their system -directly to and from Tilbury.
Three steamers will belengaged in the service, and
each night (including Sundays) one will leave Til-
bury at 11.30 p.m., due to arrive at Dunkirk at
6 a.m., and another will leave Dunkirk at 12.15
a.m,, due at Tilbury at 6.45 a.m. -Direct restau-
rant express services ‘will be run between Dunkirk
and -Basle with connections to and from Switzer-
land and Ttaly. A festaurant train will also be
run between Dunkirk and Paris. Thus, by the
new route, persons from the provinces visiting the
Continent will be able to do so without breaking
the journey in London.
