The Mystery of a Forsaken Motor Launch
on the Lake of Zurich.

The missing bank cashier of the Zurich branch
of the Swiss National Bank, Oskar Kessler, was
arrested last Tuesday at Victoria Station. He had
disappeared from Zurich about five wecks ago
under somewhat mysterious circumstances, leaving
a deficiency in his bank accounts of about
Frs. 560,000. A reward of Frs. 10,000 was offered
for information leading to his arrest. Kessler was
charged last Wednesday at Bow-street Police Court
on a provisional extradition warrant, and pending
the completion of the necessary formalities was
remanded in custody. When arrested by the de-
tective and informed of the charge he said : “ Yes,
It is correct. I only brought 12,000 francs with me
and left the remainder in Switzerland.” He had
in his possession over £400 in various currencies.

After his disappearance his private motor
launch was found adrift on the Lake of Zurich with
the engine in such a condition as to lead to the
assumption that he had fallen overboard when re-
filling the tank with oil.

It will be interesting to learn how the fugitive

managed to enter this country in view of the
existing restrictions.
