A direct wireless telephone service between
America and Switzerland was inaugurated last week
by a successful conversation between Federal Coim-
cillor Scheurer and Monsieur Marc Peter, the Swiss
Minister in Washington.
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Extremely satisfactory results are recorded bv
the Swiss Post Office for the first six months of
the current year, the surplus to end of June last
being 4,59 million francs—over 50°/o increase on
last year's figures.
