At the close of this last meeting the
Chairman expressed his and the Committee’s grati-
tude to the members who had remained faithful
to the Institute and in particular to the founders
who never faltered in their devotion to their ideals.
He thanked also the numerous donors, without
whose financial co-operation the various Committees
could not have carried on their work during the
last 25 years.
