THE SWISS LABOUR MARKET.

At the end of July 1929 there were 4,801 un-

employed against 5,525 for July 1928, whilst the

number of scheduled vacancies was 4,324 against
3,407 for 1928. The position can therefore be
looked upon as entirely satistactory.  Qualified
workmen are still wanted in a number of indus-
tries and the number of applications for employ-
ment is the lowest since 1921.
